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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS (FAQ) //

Q. What time does the program start each day?
a. Program will run from 3:00 pm-5:00 pm each day. Students will check in with HEART at the
end of each school day.

Q. Does my child have to stay for a snack before ELOP?
a. Yes, part of the program requirements include providing a daily snack. HEART oversees the
snacking process for the ELOP Program.

Q. Can | pick my student up before 5:30pm?
a. Expanded Learning programs will run until 5:00pm. Students enrolled in ELOP may be signed
out from HEART after their class ends when it falls into one of the scheduled HEART pick up
times. Please see the posted pick-up times on your child’s campus.

Q. Can I pick my student up after school and bring them back to the afterschool program?
a. As part of our safety and student tracking procedure all students must report directly to
HEART at the end of the regular school day. They cannot be picked up and brought back to
school before their afterschool class begins.

Q. Am | able to add or change my student’s program after enroliment closes?
a. During the enrollment period, families can go into the 6Crickets enrollment site and make
adjustments to their child’s enrollment. Once the enrollment window closes, families will still
be able to drop students from programs, but they will not be able to add any other programs.
Please contact the ELOP Department to request to add a program once enrollment closes.

Q. What do | do if my child will be absent from an afterschool class session?
a. Absences from the afterschool programs will not affect ELOP enrollment. Please contact the
HEART Site Director at your child’s school site to make them aware of the absence.

Q. Does my student have to enroll in PY to participate in ELOP?
a. Yes. While ELOP and HEART are different programs, HEART will oversee the required daily sign
in/out and snack for all students.

Q. Will transportation be provided at the end of the programming day?
