*  Homeless children and youths are not stigmatized or segregated on the basis of their status as
homeless and hawve full and equal educational and related ocpportunities.

*  Meaningful opportunities to partidpate in the education of their children including special notices of
events, parent-teacher conferences, newsletters, and access to student records.

*  |mmediate enrolimeant and transportation to the school of origin. “School of origin® means the school
that a child or youth attended when permanently housed or the school in which the child or youth was
last enrolled, induding a preschool.

*  Written explanation of any decisions related to school selection or enrollment made by the school, the
local educational agency, or the State educational agencoy involved, induding the rights of the parent,
guardian, or unaccompanied youth to appeal and receive prompt resolution of sudh decisions.
