‘NOTE”, and (5) parent/guardian signature. A pink OFF-CAMPUS PASS will be issued upon verification of
‘“NOTE”. An OFF-CAMPUS PASS is not a re-admit and cannot excuse an absence. This OFF-CAMPUS
PASS will serve as a “NOTE” for the student to clear their absence when returning to school if signed by a
parent. A doctor’'s “NOTE” also accepted. *No passes will be issued after 3:15 pm!

o WHEN A STUDENT IS ABSENT FROM SCHOOL there are several ways to report an absence: Use the
ParentSquare App, call the attendance hotline at (805) 278-5511 to report the absence or send your child with
a note to excuse the absence. Make sure the “NOTE” has (1) the student’s full name, (2) date(s) of
absence(s), (3) date of birth, and (4) parent/guardian signature.

o All Students have three (3) days to clear an absence; after the third school day the absence will remain
unexcused.

e |INTHE EVENT OF AN EMERGENCY: Should a parent need to contact his/her son/daughter, please phone
805-278-5500 and the office will assist you.

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RIO MESA HIGH SCHOOL - ATTENDANCE POLICY
Policia de asistencia

In keeping with the philosophy that regular student attendance in all classes is a critical factor in achieving educational success;
the following administrative procedures will be implemented:

Teachers in the Oxnard Union High School District may give a failing (F) grade to any student whose unexcused absences in the
class total eight (8) or more days during any given semester if it is outlined in the teacher’s syllabus.

Absences may be excused for the following reasons:

1) Personal lllness

2) Quarantine under the direction of a county or city health officer.
3) Medical, dental, optometrical, or chiropractic appointments.

4) School related activities of an athletic nature, performing arts and those related to academic student achievement such as AP
tests, Golden State Exams, and other exams as required by the state.

5) Attendance at funeral services for a member of the immediate family. Immediate family shall be defined as mother, father,
grandmother, grandfather, spouse, son, son-in-law, daughter, daughter-in-law, brother, sister or any relative living in the
student’s immediate household.

6) Jury duty in the manner provided by law, or an appearance in court.
7) The illness or medical appointment during school hours of a child to whom the student is the custodial parent.
To report an absence, use the Parent Square App, call the attendance hotline at 805-278-5511, email

mary.lopez@oxnardunion.org or send your child with a note upon returning to school. Parents have three days to clear an
absence. After the third day the absence will be unexcused.

Por cada ausencia, es importante que el padre/guardian llame a la oficina de asistencia al 805-278-5511, o mande correo electrénico a
Mary Lopez de la preparatoria para reportar cada ausencia o mande con su hijo/a una nota o nota medica cuando su estudiante
regrese a la escuela. Los estudiantes tienen tres dias para aclarar cualquier ausencia, después del tercer dia la ausencia serd marcada sin
excusa (injustificada).
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Top 10 Frequently Asked Questions about ATTENDANCE

To help you understand our attendance policies and procedures, please see below for answers to some of the most frequently
asked questions about attendance and use this as a reference throughout the year:

1) What do I do if my child is absent from school?

e Report absences on the Parent Square App, call the attendance hotline at 805-278-5511, email
mary.lopez@oxnardunion.org or send your child with a note upon returning to school. Notes must have child
name, ID number, date of birth, date of absence and reason of the absence. Parent/guardian must sign the note
in order for it to be valid. By State Law and Board Policy, parents must verify an absence within 72 hours of the
absence. After 72 hours, unverified absences are considered unexcused. You can monitor your child’s attend-
ance on ParentVue.

2) What is considered an Excused Absence?

o By law [EC 48205], valid or excused absences are: illness, medical/dental appointments, funerals, specific reli-
gious activities, court orders, quarantines, and limited visits with immediate family members called to or returning
from military combat duty.

3) How many Excused Absences can my child have in one year?

e The average number of days missed due to illness is 3 per school year. After reaching 14 days of excused ab-
sences, all future absences due to illness must be verified by a physician for each day of absence. As an alter-
native, a student may have an illness verified by visiting our school nurse. You will receive an Excessive Ex-
cused Absence Notification in the mail after 8 excused absences (30 minutes or more of any day). You will re-
ceive a second Excessive Excused Absence Notification in the mail after 12 excused absences. At that point,
you will be asked to contact our Attendance Advisor at 278-5518 to discuss ways to improve your child’s attend-
ance. These letters are automatically generated approximately every 2 weeks.

4) What if my child’s absences do not fall under any of the Excused Absence categories?

o State law [EC 48260-48273] is very specific about these types of absences. A student who is absent without one
of the specific valid excuses will be marked “unexcused” for the day. These types of absences are also called
“truancies.”

5) Doesn’t “truancy” mean skipping or ditching school? Why would my child be considered “truant” if |
called in his or her absences?

e Bylaw [EC 48260-48273], any pupil who misses 30 minutes or more of three or more school days without a valid
excuse, whether it's one period each day or three whole days, is considered truant.
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6) What about coming in late or leaving early for an appointment?

o Compulsory Education Law requires that students attend FULL days every day, so coming in more than 30 mi-
nute late or leaving more than 30 minutes early without a valid excuse is also considered truancy. Make sure that
you send your student to school on the day of an appointment with a note to excuse the absence and to get a
pass to class or a pass to be excused from class at the right time.

7) What happens when students have more than 3 unexcused absences?

o Letters are automatically generated approximately every 2 weeks alerting you to this. You will receive a “First
Notification of Truancy” after your child’s third unexcused absence of 30 minutes or more of a school day. You
will receive a “Second Notification of Truancy” after your child’s fifth unexcused absence of 30 minutes or more of
a school day. At that point, you will be asked to schedule a conference with our Attendance Advisor at 278-5518
to discuss how to improve your child’s attendance. If your child’s attendance doesn’t improve after the confer-
ence, you will receive a “Third Notification of Truancy” after your child’'s tenth unexcused absence of 30 minutes
or more of a school day and may be scheduled for a School Attendance Review Team meeting, where a team of
educators and members of the community, including the District Attorney, will review your child’s attendance rec-
ord and situation and provide further intervention or possibly even issue penalties in order to improve his or her
attendance.

8) What can | do if my child has a chronic illness that prevents him or her from being at school regularly?

o OUHSD offers alternative educational options for students with special circumstances that have been verified by
a physician. Please contact your student’s counselor if you are in this situation.

9) What if my child needs to be out of school for an extended period of time?

e If your child must go out of town for 5 or more days, you may request that your child be signed up for an Inde-
pendent Study Agreement by his or her counselor. Please note that teachers will need at least one week in ad-
vance to prepare materials.

10) Why is attendance such a big issue?

e Attendance is vital to a student’s success in school, and it is a key predictor of dropouts, job sustainability, and
criminal activity. In addition, the primary funding source for school in California is Average Daily Attendance
(ADA). The State of California funds schools by attendance, not enroliment, and, since 1998, schools have not
received funding for days that students are absent, even if the absence is excused.

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Las 10 preguntas mas frecuentes sobre asistencia

Para ayudarle comprender nuestras politicas de asistencia y procedimientos, por favor ver abajo para respuestas de algunas de
las mas frecuentes preguntas sobre asistencia y utiliza esto como una referencia durante todo el afio:

1) ¢ Qué hago si mi hijo/hija esta ausente de la escuela?

Por favor llame a la linea de asistencia de RMHS al (805) 278-5511 para dejar un mensaje con el nombre de su nifio,
numero de ID, fecha, razén de la ausencia, y su nombre como el padre o tutor. También puede enviar a su estudiante con
una nota que contenga la misma informacién que se convertira en la ventana de asistencia en la mafiana de su regreso a la
escuela.

Por ley del estado y de la mesa directiva, se debe comprobar cada ausencia no mas de 72 horas del dia de la ausencia.
Después de 72 horas, ausencias se consideran injustificadas. Estos mensajes se ponen en la computadora y se usan para
marcar las ausencias correctamente. Todas las notas recibidas se guardan en el archivo de asistencia de su estudiante. Por
favor no dejar mensajes en cualquier otra linea de teléfono, o dejar notas en cualquier otro lugar en la escuela. Usted
puedes ver la asistencia de su hijo/hija en ParentVUE.

2) ¢Qué es lo que se considera una ausencia excusada?

Por ley [EC 48205], validas o justificadas ausencias son: enfermedad, citas médicas/dentales, funerales, actividades religi-
osas especificas, ordenes judiciales, cuarentenas y limitadas visitas con miembros de la familia inmediata que van, o re-
gresaron del servicio de combate militar.

3) ¢Cuantas ausencias justificadas puede tener mi hijo/hija en un afio?

El numero de la media de dias perdidos por enfermedad es 3 por afio escolar. Después de llegar a 14 dias de ausencias,
todas las ausencias futuras de la enfermedad deben ser verificadas por un médico por cada dia de ausencia. Como alterna-
tivo, un estudiante puede tener una enfermedad verificado por visitando nuestra enfermera de la escuela. Usted recibira una
notificacion sobre excesivas ausencias excusadas en el correo después de 8 ausencias (30 minutos o mas de cualquier
dia). Usted recibira una segunda notificacion sobre excesivas ausencias excusadas en el correo después de 12 justificadas
ausencias. En ese momento, se le pedira que contacte a nuestro asesor de asistencia al 389-6471 para discutir maneras de
mejorar la asistencia de su hijo. Estas letras se generan automaticamente aproximadamente cada 2 semanas.

4) ¢ Qué pasa si las ausencias de mi hijo no caen bajo ninguna de las categorias de ausencia excusada?

La ley del estado [EC 48260-48273] es muy especifica sobre estos tipos de ausencias. Un estudiante que esta ausente sin
una de las excusas validas especificas se marcara "sin excusa" para el dia. Estos tipos de ausencias también se llaman
"truancies” (faltas).
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¢5) ¢Qué no "truancies" (faltas) significan saltar la escuela? ¢Por qué mi hijo se consideraria “truant” (estar ausente
sin una excusa valida) si yo llame la escuela sobre su ausencia?

Por ley [EC 48260-48273], cualquier estudiante que falta 30 minutos o mas de tres o mas dias de escuela sin una excusa
valida, aunque sea un periodo cada dia o tres dias enteros, se considera ausente.

6) ¢ Qué pasa con llegar tarde o salir temprano para una cita?

Ley de educacion obligatoria requiere que los estudiantes asisten los dias completos cada dia, asi que en llegar mas de 30
minutos tarde o saliendo mas de 30 minutos temprano sin una excusa valida también se considera como un

“truancy” (falta). Asegurese de mandar su hijo a la escuela el dia de una cita con una nota para excusar la ausencia y para
obtener una pase a clase, 0 un pase para ser excusado de la clase al tiempo correcto.

7) ¢Qué sucede cuando los estudiantes tienen mas de 3 ausencias injustificadas?

Cartas se generan automaticamente aproximadamente cada 2 semanas para darte noticia. Usted recibira una primera no-
tificacion de ausentismo después de la tercera falta injustificada de 30 minutos o mas de un dia de escuela. Usted recibira
una segunda notificacién de ausentismo después de la quinta ausencia sin excusa de su hijo de 30 minutos 0 mas de un
dia de escuela. En este tiempo, se le pedira para hacer una conferencia con nuestro asesor de asistencia al 389-6471 para
discutir como mejorar la asistencia de su hijo. Si la asistencia de su hijo no mejora después de la conferencia, usted reci-
bira una tercera notificacion de ausentismo escolar después de 10 ausencias de 30 minutos o mas de un dia de escuela.
Puede ser que le hagan una junta con el equipo de revision de asistencia de escuela, donde un equipo de educadores y
miembros de la comunidad, incluyendo el fiscal del distrito, revisara la asistencia y la situacion de su estudiante y propor-
cionar intervencioén adicional o incluir penalidades para mejorar su asistencia.

8) ¢ Qué puedo hacer si mi hijo/hija tiene una enfermedad crdnica que impide que él o ella esté en la escuela con regu-
laridad?

Nuestro distrito, OUHSD, ofrece alternativas opciénes para estudiantes con circunstancias especiales que han sido verifi-
cados por un médico. Péngase en contacto con el consejero de su estudiante si estas en esta situacion.

9) ¢Qué pasa si mi hijo necesita estar fuera de la escuela por un gran periodo de tiempo?

Si su hijo debe ir fuera de la ciudad por 5 0 mas dias, usted puede preguntar que su hijo sea inscrito en un acuerdo de es-
tudio independiente por su consejero. Tenga en cuenta que los maestros necesitan al menos de una semana para
preparar materiales.

10) ¢Por qué es la asistencia algo tan serio?

Asistencia es importante para el éxito de un estudiante en la escuela, y es un predictor clave de abandonos, la sos-
tenibilidad del trabajo y actividad criminal. Ademas, la financiacién primaria para las escuelas en California es el promedio
de asistencia diaria (ADA). El estado de California recibe fondos para las escuelas por la asistencia, no por no inscripcion.
Desde 1998, las escuelas no han recibido fondos por dias que faltan los estudiantes, incluso si la ausencia es excusada.

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Rio Mesa High School Activities Information and Student Responsibility
and Expectations for 2023-2024 School Year

Greetings Rio Mesa Spartans and Families:

| wanted to go over several important reminders about appropriate school behavior at school activities. All
students and families are expected to follow rules and regulations of any activity held on or off campus which is
sponsored by a school group such as clubs, ASB or sports. Students may get their privileges suspended for an
event if acting inappropriately or in an unsafe manner.

At Rio Mesa, we expect students to attend class every day and perform to their full potential in order to be able to
participate in extracurricular activities throughout their 4 years at Rio Mesa. Students must earn a 2.0 GPA in
order to participate in dances and be considered for Homecoming or Prom court if interested.

ASB Card Perks:
3 Different levels:

ASB Card-$50: enter all HOME games that charge a fee at the gate for free. The card will also allow for
discounts on dance tickets and other items throughout the year.

Stellar ASB Card-$85: includes the $50 perks along with the purchase of the back to school dance ticket as well
as your Homecoming dance ticket.

Family ASB Card-$150: includes everything in the Stellar pack along with 2 Parent/Adult passes to enter HOME
games for free. The Parent Passes will be issued by our Athletic Director and are only good for the current school
year. This pack is ideal for the family who has a student who plays more than one sport.

You will be able to purchase these on our website once there are live links under the “Rio Mesa Spirit Store”. If
students purchased any of the ASB cards, they will need to see Mrs. Erickson at the ASB window in order to
receive their ASB stamp on the front of their School ID card. Students who purchase the Stellar or Supportive
Family ASB card will receive 2 stamps on their ID cards. To claim their Back to School or Homecoming Dance
ticket, they will still need to see her in order to be placed on our dance roster. If 10t — 12t grade students did not
earn a 2.0 GPA at the end of the 2022-2023 school year, they are not eligible to attend the first 2 dances.

Freshmen Picture day, Make-ups & School IDs:
Freshmen are scheduled to take their school ID/yearbook photo on August 24th during their PE classes. Any
student who was absent last year during photos, or any Freshmen who misses their day, the make up session will
be on September 29th. Retakes are $5 and you will need to make payment to Monarch Photography and turn in
the current ID card before taking your new photo.

If you lose your ID card throughout the school year, you can request a reprint from Mrs. Erickson at the ASB
window for $5. All students should make it a habit to carry their school ID card at all times. With so many new
students, it is important that we are able to recognize you as a Rio Mesa student.

Yearbook:
We also encourage the purchase of the school yearbook at the start of the school year in order to take advantage

of the best pricing: $90 from August 17th-31st, $100 from September 15t - December 31%, $110 from January 1st—

March 1st. The price will be $125 after March 1st on a LIMITED amount of extra yearbooks that can be purchased
once they arrive at the end of the school year on a first come, first served basis.

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PE Clothes and Lockers:
For incoming Freshmen, you will be able to purchase your PE clothes with our ASB Bookkeeper with either cash
or a check made out to RMHS on Freshmen Orientation day (August 10th). Once your student is enrolled in PE
they will be assigned a PE locker free of charge. Students will be receiving their PE clothes in their PE class once
school starts.

Dance Ticket Purchases:
Please be advised that when dance tickets go on sale, it is important that you do not wait until the last minute
to purchase. And, if we offer guest pass requests for a particular dance, you must follow the instructions and
get everything completed that is being asked for and turned in before or by the due date to Mrs. Erickson, our
school Bookkeeper at the ASB window. Late Guest passes will NOT be accepted. Your School ID is needed
to enter the dances, not Synergy!

Know Your Educational Rights Regarding a Free Public Education

Dear Parents/Guardians, July 2023

Under the United States Supreme Court’s landmark decision in Plyler v. Doe, all K-12 students in the United States are
guaranteed a free public education regardless of citizenship or immigration status. This right includes other services and
programs provided through the public-school system, such as free lunches and special education programs.
Additionally, Article IX, Section 5 of the California Constitution guarantees a right to a free education for all children,
and there is compulsory education for all children of ages 6-18 under California Education Code Section 48200. All
students have a right to be in a public-school learning environment free from discrimination, bullying, violence and
intimidation, Cal. Educ. Code § 220 and 234 et seq.

All people in the United States, regardless of citizenship or immigration status, have certain rights and protections.

e Your student has the right to a Free Public Education.

o Federal and state laws protect student education records and personal information.

¢ Information about citizenship/immigration status is never needed for school enrollment.

e You have the right to make any changes to your student’s emergency contacts if you are detained or
deported.

e Your student has the right to file a complaint for discrimination, harassment, bullying, violence and
intimidation.

Oxnard Union High School District Trustees adopted Board Policy 5022, Student and Family Privacy and Board Policy
5145.11 Response to Immigration Enforcement on October 10, 2018. Both policies outline procedures and processes
related to pupil privacy and the parent/guardian’s ability change emergency contacts or inspect pupil information. These
policies can be found on our website oxnardunion.org, Board of Trustees, Board Policies under section 5000 Students.

This Parent and Family Engagement Policy (Policy) describes the means for carrying out designated Title I, Part A, parent and
family engagement requirements pursuant to Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) Section 1116(a).

The purpose of this Policy:

Any school district and school site receiving Title 1 funds need to ensure that all students, particularly those who are low
achieving, demonstrating proficient and advanced levels on State academic achievement standards. Title 1 funds assist schools
in meeting the educational needs of students living near or at poverty levels in the attendance area served by the school.
OUHSD will work with parents/guardians to develop opportunities at all grade levels to encourage and educate them to
understand the importance of their involvement. Will encourage parents to get involved in district and school activities;
advisory, decision making, advocacy roles; and activities to support learning at home. This policy will establish expectations
and objectives in carrying out student and parent services. Policy will be shared with families via summer mailer, parent
handbook, district website oxnardunion.org and can also be available by contacting the district office. Contact Student Services
Support at 805-385-2552.

How will parents and family members be involved in the development of this Policy (ESSA sections 1116[a][2][A], and
1116[a][2][F])?

OUHSD will evaluate policy annually with the input of parents for the effectiveness of district and site parent policies. This
will be conducted through district DPAC/DELAC parent advisory groups that meets monthly.

How will parents and family members be involved in developing school improvement plans (ESSA Section 1116[a][2][A])?

OUHSD will support school sites districtwide in providing leadership trainings where staff, administrators, and parents will
receive information/tools on the development of the plans. District will share data to assist parents in making more conscious
decisions to better assist the students. Trainings and meetings will be conducted at a time that is convenient for the families to
attend. District will also inform parent leaders from school sites at district advisory meetings.

How does the Local Educational Agency (LEA) provide the coordination, technical assistance, and other support necessary to
assist and build the capacity of all participating schools within the LEA in planning and implementing effective parent and
family involvement activities to improve student academic achievement and school performance? Does this include meaningful
consultation with employers, business leaders, and philanthropic organizations, or individuals with expertise in effectively
engaging parents and family members in education (ESSA Section1116 [a][2][B])?

OUHSD will work in partnership with community and private sectors to bring resources and information to families covering
different needs to better support learning at home. Services and partners will cover the academic, social and personal needs of
the student and parent/guardian. Some of our current partnerships to be able to provide these services are but not limited to Cal
State Channel Islands, Oxnard College, UCSB, Ventura County Behavioral Health, Probation, Oxnard Police Department,
VCOE, New Dawn Counseling, Parent Academy, and United Way.

How will LEA’s coordinate or integrate parent and family engagement strategies with other relevant federal, state, local laws,
and programs (ESSA sections 1116[a][2][C], and 1116[e][4])?

OUHSD will work in coordination with county programs as Behavioral Health, Mental Health, Public Health, Probation,
County Office of Education, Counseling Agencies, Cal State Channel Islands University, Oxnard College, UCSB,
Promotores/Promotoras Foundation, CABE, Parent Engagement Academy, and feeder school districts to provide parent
education and active engagement opportunities for parents to support their students’ academic and social wellbeing.

How will LEA’s conduct, with meaningful involvement of parents and family members, an annual evaluation of the content and
effectiveness of this Policy on improving academic quality of all schools served under Title I, Part A, and use the finding to
design evidence-based strategies (ESSA sections 1116[a][2][D], and 1116[a][2][E])?

OUHSD will receive input from parents on specific services and trainings that have been provided for them at monthly
DPAC/DELAC parent advisory meetings as well as feedback provided at site parent advisory meetings.

What are the barriers to greater participation by parents in activities authorized by ESSA Section 1116? Please note with
particular attention, parents and family members who are economically disadvantaged, are disabled, have limited English
proficiency, have limited literacy, or are of any racial or ethnic minority background (ESSA Section 1116[a][2][D][i]):

Some of the barriers that families have shared during the evaluation of policy has been the lack of parental engagement from
other parents in the activities offered from sites and district. Some parents have expressed the feeling of not feeling welcomed
at a school site and school events. Parents would also like to see more involvement and have more time with site teachers and
administration at parent activities like Back to School and Open House. Childcare is another barrier for some families.

What are the needs of parents and family members so that they may assist with the learning of their children, including
engaging with school personnel and teachers (ESSA Section 1116[a][2][D][ii])?

Parents would like to receive personal phone calls instead of electronic voice messages when inviting them to a parent event.
Parent meetings should be offered at a time that is convenient for working families. Offer parents ESL classes to expand their
communication efforts with school and have a better understanding of academic requirements. Presentations should be
conducted in a parent’s home language when possible or have adequate translation services available. Parents would like to see
more site administrators and teachers take a more active role in parent presentations as it may pertain to informing them what
students are learning and what is required from parents to assist in a more meaningful way when it comes to academics. A good
venue to perform some of these activities/communications would be at Back to School.

What are the strategies used to support successful school and family interactions (ESSA Section 1116[a][2][D][iii])?

OUHSD will support families by providing different means of information to them via parent newsletters with important parent
articles and tips, parent workshops covering different topics from academics, special education, college & career, and social
emotional. District will coordinate family conferences in partnerships with local universities and community colleges. Partner
with county programs and counseling agencies to provide parenting and social support. Will also work in collaboration with
feeder school districts to provide education and information to families transitioning to the 9" grade. Categorial Counselors will
provide extra support to our EL, foster, and homeless students with extra resources they might need.

LEA’s provide coordination, technical assistance, and other support to assist schools in planning and implementing effective
parent and family engagement activities. This may include consultation with employers, business leaders, philanthropic
organizations, or individuals. What technical assistance will be provided to parents (ESSA Section 1116[a][3][A])?

OUHSD will provide routine assistance and support to all Title 1 schools to ensure parent engagement requirements are being
satisfied and activities are being implemented. School sites will receive notifications and resources to share with families. All
Title I sites will hold annual meetings where they will review title | functions and services. The district will also provide
trainings to provide the support to assist school sites with reminders on needs and evaluation of services to assist them in
planning of their school site plans. Trainings will be provided by in-house and outside organizations.

How will LEA’s reserve 1 percent of Title I, Part A funds to carry out parent and family engagement requirements (ESSA

1% of Title I funds will be set aside for sites by district to assist them carry their activities and services for students and
families. This will also be reviewed with families in the beginning of the year when sites hold their annual Title | parent
meetings.

OUHSD will fund District Parent Liaison, parent leadership trainings, parent workshops, parent event materials, parent
communication mailers, translation at family workshops, trainings, and meetings. We will also offer refreshments and
transportation for parent activities that will assist families to access services to encourage parent participation.

How will LEA’s distribute 90 percent of the 1 percent reserve to schools (ESSA Section 1116[a][3][C])?

Based on student enrollment the remainder will be taken off the top. District will then allocate to the sites for services and
activities based on their enrollment. District and sites will involve families of children served in Title I schools in the decisions
about how this percentage of funds be spent for parent and family engagement.

How will LEA’s provide assistance to parents and families in understanding the state academic standards, state and local
academic assessments, Title I, Part A requirements, how to monitor their child’s progress, and how to work with educators to
help all students succeed (ESSA Section 1116[e][1])?

OUHSD sites will hold annual Title I meetings to inform them of requirements and expectations. They will also review site
plans for activities and services using Title | funds. District will coordinate presentations at feeder schools and also work with
9t grade families to educate them on high school/A-G requirements as well as different methods of checking students’ progress
and attendance. Will also share methods of communication with school staff and teachers. Will train and receive feedback from
parent leaders at our monthly DPAC/DELAC regarding these topics. Will send out parent newsletters and parent event flyers to
Title | families so they can be informed of important school information as well as parent engagement opportunities. District
will host/partner to conduct family conferences focusing on higher education, academic requirements, and resources available.

How will LEA’s provide materials and training to help parents and families work with their children to improve their
achievement, such as literary training and using technology (ESSA Section 1116[e][2])?

OUHSD will provide parent trainings on how to understand and navigate parent communication tools such as ParentVue &
Parent Square which are tools used by the district to keep parents informed of student academic performance and attendance.
Will also provide basic computer skills to better utilize these resources. These resources are also utilized to communicate with
teachers and site staff. District will notify parents and school sites of resources available such as free ESL classes for parents
and other parents workshops coordinated for families districtwide.

How will LEA’s educate teachers, instructional support staff, principals, and other school leaders and staff, with the assistance
of parents and families, in the value and utility of contributions of parents and families, and reach out to, communicate with, and
work with parents and families as equal partners, implementing and coordinating parent and family programs to build ties
between parents and families, and the school (ESSA Section 1116[e][3])?

Will work with site administration and professional development department to help educate staff in all capacities to better
assist our families. Will provide periodic trainings during the school year for principals to better assist staff to better support
our Title 1 families and they can meet the family’s particular needs. Will develop practices to facilitate and enhance parent and
family engagement as well as develop welcoming environments and improve two-way communication with parents and family
members.

Phone messages are to be sent by personal message as well as utilizing on-
line programs to communicate with parents. If possible, personal phone calls will be made to families to invite them to special
parent events. District will send out parent newsletter in Spanish & English to all Title | families informing them of upcoming
district parent events and resources. School sites will send out summer mailer in Spanish/English with important school
information and upcoming events.

OUHSD will review and receive feedback from school sites as well as parents from Title | sites and will coordinate accordingly
depending on the need of parents of designated school sites.

Oxnard Union High School District Firearms Safety
California Law Regarding Safe Storage of Firearms July 2023

The purpose of this notice is to inform and to remind parents and legal guardians of all students in the Oxnard
Union High School District of their responsibilities for keeping firearms out of the hands of children as required
by California law. There have been many news reports of students bringing firearms to school. In many
instances, the student obtained the firearm(s) from his or her home. These incidents can be easily prevented
by storing firearms in a safe and secure manner, including keeping them locked up when not in use and storing
them separately from ammunition.

To help everyone understand their legal responsibilities, this memorandum spells out California law regarding
the storage of firearms. Please take some time to review this memorandum and evaluate your own personal
practices to assure that you and your family are in compliance with California law.

e California makes a person criminally liable for keeping a loaded firearm, under their custody and
control, where that person knows or reasonably should know that a child is likely to gain access to the
firearm without the permission of the child’s parent or legal guardian and the child obtains access to the
firearm and thereby: (1) causes death or great bodily injury to the child or any other person; (2) carries
the firearm to a public place, including to any preschool or school grades kindergarten through twelfth
grade, including to any school-sponsored event, activity, or performance; or (3) brandishes a firearm to
others. The criminal penalty may be greater if someone dies or suffers great bodily injury as a result of
the child gaining access to the firearm."

e As of 2014, California makes a person criminally liable if they negligently store or leave any loaded
firearm on their premises where a child is likely to gain access to it-- regardless of whether or not the
child brings the gun to a public place.’

e A parent or guardian may also be civilly liable for damages resulting from the discharge of a firearm by
that person’s child or ward. These damages may be up to $30,000 per victim.?

Note: Gun owners may avoid criminal liability under California Penal Code Section 25100 by keeping their
firearm in a locked container or secured with a locking device that renders the firearm inoperable.®

Thank you for helping to keep our children and schools safe. Remember that the easiest and safest way to
comply with the law is to keep firearms in a locked container or secured with a locking device that renders the
firearm inoperable.
