Kiplinger Retirement Report
announced that older adults have
another option to protect against a
deadly lower respiratory infection.
The FDA has approved Abrysvo, the
second vaccine for respiratory
syncytial virus (RSV) for people age
60 and older. The first one to be
approved was Arexvy.

The vaccines should be available for
older adults before the RSV season
this fall. The exact price of the drugs
was not definite at the time of
Kiplinger’s article, but an early
estimated price range was between
$180 to $295 per shot, depending
on the manufacturer, and exact
Medicare coverage was also
uncertain.
