e The curriculum for this program is available for you to preview in the
Goldendale High School nurse’s office.

e Ifyou do not wish to have your child participate in this education, you must
first review the material and then sign and return the Instruction Student
Waiver Form no later than March 10, 2023.

e Students who have been opted out will go to an alternate location to work on
other educational activities during this time.
