SCHOOL WEBSITE ACCESSIBILITY

Alexandria City Public Schools (ACPS) is committed to ensuring accessibility of its website for
students, families, and members of the community with disabilities. The ACPS website conforms
to Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) standard 2.1, Level AA, or updated equivalents
of these guidelines, unless in a particular situation doing so would not be feasible or otherwise
imposes an undue burden. These guidelines are published by the Web Accessibility Initiative
(WAI) of the World Wide Web Consortium (W3C), the main international standards organization
for the Internet.

Members of the public may present a complaint regarding a violation of Title II of the Americans
with Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990 or Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, related to
the accessibility of any official Division web presence, which is developed by, maintained by, or
offered through the school division or third-party vendors. This may be done through the “Contact
Us” tab on the ACPS home page, or through communications channels presented on the Web
Accessibility Guidelines page of the ACPS website.

The Superintendent will issue regulations to implement this policy.
