8th grade begins this weekend. Our second collection this weekend
supports this program at Our Lady of Good Counsel.

CCF provides children with a strong spiritual foundation rooted in the
teachings of Jesus Christ. It helps them develop a
relationship with God, understand their purpose in life,
and cultivate a sense of faith and trust in a higher power.
Children learn about the Bible, its stories, parables, and
teachings, which are essential to understanding the
Christian faith. This knowledge helps them connect

with their religious heritage and equips them to apply
the teachings of Jesus in their daily lives.

Through religious education, children become part of a
larger faith community. They interact with peers who
share their beliefs, fostering a sense of belonging, unity,
and support. This -

community aspect helps
them build lasting
friendships and
connections. Catholic
education equips children
with tools to navigate life's
challenges by relying on
their faith and their use of
reason. They learn how to
find comfort, guidance,
and strength in their
relationship with God
during difficult times.

The education received during childhood serves as a foundation for ongoing
faith formation throughout life. The values, knowledge, and practices
learned in childhood can continue to influence one's decisions,
relationships, and worldview as they grow into adulthood.
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Phase 2 is near completion. New HVAC
technology and equipment has been installed in
the Midd?e School classrooms, Science Room,
and Counsel Room vestibule. Teachers, students,
and visitors have all experienced a noticeable
difference in the air quality in the school.
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The Administrative Building Roof has been replaced.
The Narthex Roof is near completion.

The School Roof will be completed in conjunction
with the future phases of the school HVAC project.

NEW TRIP

Vienna Parks and Recreation is
offering this trip to Aldie Mill
Historic Park to explore a 200-year-
old grist mill. Aldie Mill is a water
mill in Aldie, Virginia, built shortly
after 1804 to grind grain using the
waters of the Little River. Retaining
much of its original machinery, it’s
one of the best-preserved mills in
our state. A NOVA Parks guide will
give you a tour through the facility.
The next stop just down the road
will be the Chrysalis Vineyards for a
light lunch and wine tasting, which
will be on your own. The trip
requires walking on uneven gravel
and grassy areas, so wear sturdy
shoes. The trip leaves on Thursday,
October 12 at 9:30 am and returns
at 2:30 pm. The cost is $54 for
Vienna residents; non-residents pay
$67.50. Register with your WebTrac
account at the Vienna Community
Center for Activity 241238-A-1 or
stop by to do it in person.

SURPRISE MEDICAL BILLS

The No Surprises Act bans
unexpected out-of-network medical
bills for emergency room visits or
out-of-network bills when receiving
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treatment in an in-network hospital
or other facility. If you don’t have
insurance, the law usually requires
providers to give you a good faith
estimate of how much your health
care will cost if you schedule
services at least three business days
in advance, or if you request one.
You may be able to dispute your bill
if it’s at least $400 more than the
estimate.

To help you understand your rights
and protections under the law, the
Centers for Medicare & Medicaid
Services has information about its
requirements and an interactive tool
to help consumers identify actions
they can take to resolve their billing
issues, as well as a complaint form
to report a violation of the rules, at
www.cms.gov/medical-bill-rights.

ALZHEIMER’S DRUG COVERAGE
Medicare announced that it intends
to cover Alzheimer’s disease
medications if they're fully approved
for usage by the Food and Drug
Administration. The policy decision,
which applies to people with
Medicare Part B, raises the prospect
that thousands of older adults could
have access very soon to a
promising medication to treat the
early stages of the disease. Two new
Alzheimer’s drugs Aduhelm and
Leqembi, have received accelerated
approval from the FDA. So far,
Medicare coverage is limited to
people participating in clinical
trials, but the FDA is reviewing
everything and is expected to make
a decision soon. (AARP Bulletin)
