
Russia was recently forced to reenact the draft so that they can completely 

take over Ukraine. So far they have drafted over 200,000 people, and it is causing 

an uprising in Russia. Reports have stated that even men with absolutely no mili-

tary experience are being pulled from their homes and put onto the battlefield. 

 Putin’s solution to this is over 70 training bases and gun ranges for the 

inexperienced soldiers to practice. The draft is partially aimed towards certain 

people. The draft is aimed at mostly men that have military experience. Putin is 

getting tired of the standpoint that he is in, so he is using the draft to hurry the 

war up.  

 Ten of thousands of people are evacuating Russia due to the draft, most 

of them are finding shelter wherever they can. They are crossing the borders us-

ing planes, boats and cars. This does not make Russia look good, but Putin does 

not care about his people. 

 Rumors are now starting to boil up about Russia closing its borders. Putin 

built his power by taking over after Boris Yeltsin, which was basically the oppo-

site of Putin. He took over after the Soviet Union, so it was chaos but he still 

managed to rule for eight years. Russian citizens are extremely upset by the draft. 

They are taking the people that have military experience first then the ones who 

don't have any.  
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 Category four Hurricane Ian hit Florida, destroying towns, houses, bridges, and lives.  The hurricane 

hit the coast of Florida on Wednesday, September 28, 2022. In most counties, evacuation orders were released 

on September 26, 2022.  

Many coastal towns, including Fort Myers and Cape Coral in the southwest of Florida, were com-

pletely destroyed. There was about seventeen inches of rain recorded in just the first 24 hours of Ian’s touch-

down. This caused boats to float down the streets and crash into houses, causing them to be wiped away. 

Many families are left with no home and nowhere to go. As of now, 81 people have been recorded dead and 

over 10,000 people are still unaccounted for. This hurricane still has over 1 million people with no access to 

power or electrical service. 

One of the largest devastations from this storm is the destruction of the Sanibel Causeway. This cause-

way connects the island of Sanibel to the mainland of Florida. This island houses around 6,500 year round 

residents. Many of these residents did not evacuate as ordered by the governor, leaving over 700 people in 

need of being rescued. 

 After touchdown in Florida, the storm went from a category four hurricane with 150 mph winds to a 

tropical storm by the time it reached the eastern coast. Once Ian hit the Atlantic ocean, it became a category 

one hurricane. 

 There are ways to help homeless families and injured citizens during this time of need. The American 

Red Cross Association is just one source that has done a lot for those affected by the hurricane. People can 

donate to Feeding Florida, a network of food banks and charities. Feeding Florida is trying to fill their food 

banks to assist those who were severely affected. 

Hurricane Ian 
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On September 26th, 2022, NASA successfully struck an asteroid, Dimorphous. This was NASA’s 

first planetary defense mission. NASA used DART, or double asteroid reflection test, for this mission. 

This means there were two asteroids involved in this attack. The first was Dimorphous, which measured 

530 feet in diameter. Dimorphous orbited the other larger asteroid, Didymous, that measured 2,560-feet in 

diameter.  

According to The Hill, “Specifically, researchers expect DART, which hit Dimorphous at about 

14,000 miles per hour, to shorten the asteroid’s orbit by roughly 10 minutes, or 1%.” Luckily, neither of 

these asteroids posed a threat to Earth since they were seven million miles away. So you may be asking, if 

these asteroids were perfectly safe in relation to Earth, why did NASA destroy them? 

 A quote from NASA states, “...researchers around the world are now using telescopes, both on the 

ground and in space, to observe the Dimorphous and Didymos.” The Hubble Space and James Webb 

Space Telescopes will be used to monitor the asteroids for several weeks. Overall, according to 

Reuters.com, “The $330 million mission, …was devised to determine if a spacecraft is capable of chang-

ing the trajectory of an asteroid through sheer kinetic force, nudging it off course just enough to keep 

Earth out of harm's way.”  

Let’s hope the information compiled during this experiment can be used to help us if any disasters 

are to come our way in the future.  
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 In 1492, Christopher Columbus, an Italian explorer, set sail to America. On this 10 week 

journey, he was accompanied by approximately 90 men and three ships: the Niña, the Pinta, and the Santa 

Maria. Funded by King Ferdinand II and Queen Isabella I of Spain, Columbus was on a journey to find an 

Atlantic-bound route to Asia.   

People of his time assumed that this was ridiculous, as it was almost laughable to spend money on 

a voyage with no identifiable gain. However, in hopes of Columbus docking in India and trading for for-

eign materials, the Spanish royalty granted his pleas.  

As known today, Christopher Columbus had not been successful in his journey to Asia.  Rather, 

the public notes Columbus as the ‘founder of a new land’ – the Americas. The voyage taken by Columbus 

was greatly influential as it now introduced a new non-European territory. 

At the time, America was inhabited by Native Americans. Upon arrival, Columbus and his crew 

did not have plans on befriending the Natives. Thousands of Native Americans were slaughtered, leading 

to the mass assimilation of their culture and way of life. This was deemed a European conquest.  The addi-

tion of America had now added on to the ‘organization’ of slave trade. This was the process in which peo-

ple were enslaved and sold/ traded for valuables. This occurred primarily in Africa, Great Britain, Spain, 

and America.  

 It has now become a nation-wide holiday, celebrating Columbus Day and Indigenous People's 

Day. Some states such as Maine, Hawaii, New Mexico, Alaska, and Oregon, exclusively recognize In-

digenous People’s Day. As of October 11th, of 2021, Columbus Day has officially been illustrated as a 

federal holiday by President Joe Biden.  

This holiday is typically celebrated with numerous parades and street celebrations. Floats are pa-

raded through cities and students also take a day off from school.

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Plane Crash in Allentown 

 “It’s a situation no pilot, private or commercial, ever wants to see happen,” reporters note to the 

public.  

 September 28th, 2022 marked an egregious day for two lives following the crash of a single-

engine Piper PA-28 plane in Allentown. Following this crash and consequent investigations, two casual-

ties were identified — a dead pilot and an additional injured partner. This has been officially recognized 

as the first occurrence of a fatal plane crash in Pennsylvania since 2018.  

 The single-engine plane departed from the Allentown Queen City Municipal Airport on the after-

noon of September 28th. Shortly following the departure, the plane crashed into a resident’s backyard. 

Allen Desris, a witness of the crash, reported, “Heard someone yell for help, we kind of ran over, and the 

plane was on fire, and it ended up kind of exploding.” In response to receiving a 9-1-1 call, an Emer-

gency Crew entered and cleared the scene. A specific causation for the crash has not yet been released to 

the public.  

 The severity of the crash resulted in extensive delays in confirming the identity of the dead indi-

vidual. To assist with the identification process, Daniel Buglio, the Lehigh County Coroner, commis-

sioned various radiology, autopsy and dental x-ray examinations.  

 Investigators are currently speculating that Keith Kozel, a 49 year old male, is the dead pilot. 

There is no current information regarding the second victim. The Federal Aviation Administration 

(FAA) and the National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) are currently working towards creating a 

finalized report of this crash.

While 

fighting for her life, Alli also underwent fertility preservation, because chemotherapy could do severe dam-

age to her eggs. In June 2017, Alli had a double mastectomy and then started chemotherapy at the end of 

September, which Alli finished at the end of January.  

 Breast cancer is a serious disease that kills about 42,000 women and 500 in the U.S. every year. As a 

man or woman, here are some things to look out for. A new lump in the breast or underarm, thickening or 

swelling of part of the breast, and irritation of the breast skin. Those are just a few of the many warning signs 

of breast cancer. There are more than 200,000 cases of breast cancer per year, so please get your regular 

checks, and if you show any abnormalities get checked.

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The Unidentified Killer

 On August 31, 1888, a female prostitute by the name of Mary Ann Nichols was found disfigured with 

some of her organs missing. Following this discovery, four more female prostitutes were murdered between 

September and November of 1888 by an unidentified killer. The unknown killer will soon be referred to as 

Jack the Ripper.  

Jack the Ripper earned this name from a series of letters he sent to the authorities that were always 

signed off as Jack the Ripper. Since he was unidentified, authorities were not certain that Jack was responsi-

ble for the Whitechapel murders.  

The Whitechapel murders were a series of brutal murders between 1888 and 1891 in the district of 

Whitechapel, London. Eleven women who were believed to be prostitutes were murdered in the Whitechapel 

murders.  

People believed Jack the Ripper could have been responsible for all of the Whitechapel murders, but 

they could not prove it. Police narrowed it down to the five female prostitute murders, seeing as they were all 

similar in one way or another. These victims were later referred to as the “canonical five.” The canonical five 

included Mary Ann Nichols, Annie Chapman, Elizabeth Stride, Catherine Eddowes, and Mary Jane Kelly.  

Some believed Jack the Ripper was either Montague Druitt, a barrister and teacher; Michael Ostrog, 

a Russian criminal and physician; or Aaron Kosminski, a Polish immigrant who lived in Whitechapel. 

On March 15 2019, forensic scientists revealed that they have unveiled the identity of Jack the Ripper 

through a DNA sample. A sample of Aaron Kosminski’s semen was found on a shawl belonging to Cath-

erine Eddowes, a victim of these murders. Many critics believed this information was false because the crime 

scene and evidence were too old. 

Jack the Ripper is one of the most infamous serial killers because even today, the killings remain un-

solved. His identity is a controversial mystery.
