DRESS STANDARDS

•  Clothing must be free from rips, tears and 

holes.
•	 Jewelry/accessories are allowed as long as it is 

safe and can’t be construed as a weapon (for 
example, chains and/or chokers with spikes).

•	 Hats may not be worn indoors unless for religious 
purposes. This includes hoods on sweatshirts.  

•  Outdoor jackets may be worn outdoors only. 
•  Only Rowland Hall sweatshirts may be worn in    
    the building.
