Heightened Awareness
(Get your Attention)

This means a potential MAY exist for an
unusual situation and all parties should
have heightened awareness to react as
needed.

e Follow school’s communication plan
for information.

Limit movement to and from your
classroom.

Be accountable for all students.

Be on the lookout for unusual
behavior both in and outside of the
school.

Check exterior doors to make sure
they are secure.

Secure Your Area of

Responsibility

(Classroom, hallway, etc.)

Specific incident within your area of
responsibility. (Medical, threat to self or others)

e Execute Alert methods.

e Secure all people within your
immediate area. (May require you to
move to a more secure area.)

Lock or Secure doors.

Monitor/use communication
devices.

May release by intercom or other
personal contact.

Intruder drills will be practiced throughout the year. Follow verbal commands as given. This is a learning opportunity for all school staff and students.
