St .  Paul ’ s  School  provides  a  carefu l ly  s t ructured ,  integrated  and
divers i f ied  curr iculum.  The  school ’ s  curr iculum has  i ts  foundat ion  in
the  Engl ish  Nat ional  Curr iculum incorporat ing the  UK Nat ional
Curr iculum,  Cambridge  IGCSEs and the  Internat ional  Baccalaureate
Diploma Programme.  We a lso  incorporate  the  requirements  la id  out  by
the  Braz i l ian  Core  Curr iculum.  

Pupi ls  prepare  for  IGCSE courses  in  Form 4  and Form 5  (Y10  &  11 ,
Grades  9  &10) .  Al l  those  in  Lower  and Upper  6  (Y12  &13 ,  Grades  11  &
12) ,  take  the  fu l l  IB  Diploma.

We do  not  rank  s tudents  nor  ca lculate  GPA.

The school  a lso  of fers  a  fu l l  enr ichment  programme,  which  inc ludes  a
wide  range  of  c lubs  and societ ies  and a  house  system,  as  wel l  as  ample
opportuni t ies  to  develop ski l l s  in  creat ive  ar ts ,  music ,  and sports ,  both
ins ide  and outs ide  the  c lassroom.  This  programme underpins  our  a ims
to  inst i l l  a  l i fe - long love  for  learning ,  se l f -development ,  and a  be l ie f  in
one ’s  abi l i t ies  in  a l l  pupi ls .

CURRICULUM



THE IB  PROGRAMME
The IB  Diploma is  a  2 -year  course  of  s tudy .  Al l  IB  s tudents  take  6
subjects  f rom di f ferent  academic  areas  of  which  3  are  s tudied  at
higher  level  and 3  a t  s tandard  level .  

IB  subjects  are  graded on  a  1 -  7  sca le  wi th  7  being the  h ighest
score .  To  qual i fy  for  the  award  of  the  IB  Diploma a  s tudent  must
receive  a  combined score  of  24  points  across  6  subjects  wi th  a t
least  12  points  f rom higher  level  subjects  and a  minimum of  9
points  f rom standard  level  subject .  

The  maximum points  that  can  be  awarded to  an  IB  Diploma
student  i s  the  fu l l  score  of  45  wi th  42  points  generated  across  the
6  subjects  and 3  bonus  points  der ived  f rom Theory  of  Knowledge
and the  Extended Essay .
