SAFE AND SECURE

Physical and emotional safety 
are prerequisites of a 
successful design.

Intentional places for multiple 
types of play enhances the 
learning environment.

NATURAL LIGHT

All instructional spaces should 
have daylight, preferably direct 
to the exterior, while minimizing 
glare and direct heat gain. 

CONNECTION TO OUTDOORS

Outdoor learning and gathering 
spaces are valued but need to 
be clearly defined and secure. 

APPROPRIATE SCALE

Consideration for the 
perspective of young children 
should lead to an appropriate 
scale that relates to home.

ACCESSIBILITY

Indoor and outdoor spaces 
should be designed for all 
physical abilities and 
developmental needs.

DESIGN PRIORITIES  

GREENVILLE ISD – PROPOSED NEW MIDDLE SCHOOL

DAYLIGHT

All instructional spaces should 
have daylight, preferably direct to 
the exterior, while minimizing 
glare and direct heat gain. 

SEPARATION OF GRADE LEVELS

Each grade level (6-8) to have 
“house” concept.

OPEN BUT SECURE

Allow students and teachers to 
connect beyond the classroom, 
within secure academic clusters.

OUTDOOR EXPERIENCE

Outdoor learning and gathering 
spaces are valued but need to be 
clearly defined and secure. 

CLARITY OF CIRCULATION

Circulation paths should be clear, 
straight, wide, and easy to 
supervise. 

EMPHASIS ON CTE PROGRAM 

New middle school building to be 
able adapt and grow with 
possible expansion of future 
district CTE programs.
