PLEASE READ:  

Cyberbullying is bullying with the use of digital technologies. It can take place on social media, 
messaging platforms, gaming platforms and mobile phones. It is repeated behavior, aimed at scaring, 
angering, or shaming those who are targeted. Examples include: 

• spreading lies about, or posting embarrassing photos or videos of, someone on social media 
• sending hurtful, abusive, or threatening messages, images, or videos via messaging platforms 
• impersonating someone and sending mean messages to others on their behalf or through fake 

accounts. 

We will focus on cyberbullying and will speak with all students regarding this. Our campaign is to STOP 
this behavior! Please support our efforts to create a school culture that promotes and encourages our 
students to give kindness, to respect others, and to follow all school rules. Please address this with our 
scholars.  

RCHS Arrival/Dismissal 

Below is a very important message from our Safety & Security Department after evaluating our dismissal and traffic 
process. Please adhere to these guidelines. Parent pick-up and drop-off is at the front of the building on E. Brookland 



Park Blvd. Students and parents should be using the crosswalks at each corner to safely cross the street. Mid-block 
crossing is dangerous, and visibility is limited. Drivers should follow traffic laws at all times. To avoid traffic collisions, 
no U-turns should be done in the middle of the street. We want all students and their families to arrive and depart 
safely at all times. 
 
Please avoid using Woodrow Ave. if possible, as this street is used for bus arrival and dismissal. If you have to use 
Woodrow Ave. when buses are loading and unloading, vehicles are to remain stopped while the stop sign is out and 
flashing red. (https://law.lis.virginia.gov/vacode/46.2-859) There is a fine of $250 for violations of passing a stopped 
school bus.

***All student drivers MUST have an application on file in the main office. Not completing this 
step will result in driving privileges being revoked.  
 

 

RCHS Procedures 

● Main Doors open at 8:40am for scholars. Those who arrive early will have to wait outside of the school building until 
opening time indicated. Students who are not eating breakfast will report directly to the auditorium for our daily 
Morning Meeting. Scholars who are eating breakfast will report to the cafeteria and will transition to our Morning 
Meeting at the sound of the bell.  

● Breakfast will close daily at 9:00am. Scholars who are late due to RPS transportation will have the opportunity to eat 
breakfast. Car riders and drivers who arrive late will not be permitted to breakfast.  

● At the conclusion of our daily Morning Meeting, scholars will transition to their 1st period classes except during the 
first week of school, when scholars will transition to Family for important information.  

● Lunch times will vary based on the bell schedule of the day. We have a total of four bell schedules (Regular, Activity, 
and Family).  

● Please sign and return all RCHS forms and have your students return them by Thursday, August 24th.  
● Scholars who request a schedule change will be directed to complete a schedule change request form via QR code 

that will be located around the school building starting the first day of school. The last day to make a schedule change 
is Friday, September 8th. No changes will happen after this date.  

● All scholars must use the sign-in/sign-out system when leaving their classroom after receiving permission from their 
teacher. This is standard practice for our school culture.  

● We will implement our 10/10 rule, which indicates no movement in the building during the first ten minutes and last 
ten minutes of class, unless it’s an emergency.  

● All scholars who drive must complete the driving form; driving privileges will be revoked if proper steps are not 
followed. Privileges can also be revoked at the discretion of the principal for disciplinary reasons.  

● The SCORE (Student Code of Responsible Ethics) must be followed by all scholars daily.  
● The Honor Code must be followed by all scholars.
