She made a vow to the Blessed Virgin to
consecrate herself to the religious life, after which she
was instantly healed. Margaret imagined that her
childhood vow was not binding, and persuaded herself
that she could serve God while living at home and
continuing her penances and charity to the poor. She
began considering marriage. One day, upon returning
home, Jesus appeared to her and reproached her for her
infidelity, reminding her of her promise. Margaret then
entered a Visitation convent at the age of 24. Jesus
appeared to her frequently and entrusted to her the
mission of establishing devotion to his Sacred Heart
during a time when religion in France had grown rigorous
and cold.

Empezd a
pensar en el matrimonio. Un dia, al volver a casa, Jesus
se le apareciod y le reprochd su infidelidad, recordandole
su promesa. A los 24 afios, Margarita ingresa en un
convento de la Visitacion. Jesus se le aparece con
frecuencia y le confia la misidn de establecer la
devocion a su Sagrado Corazon en una época en que la
religion en Francia se habia vuelto rigurosa y fria.
