DRUG TAKE BACK DAY

This is a nationwide event aimed at
reducing the number of expired,
unused, or unwanted medications
available to vulnerable individuals
who may seek to misuse or abuse
these substances. How to
participate? It’s easy. Locate all
medications in your household that
are no longer being used. Securely
store them away from children and
pets and mark them for disposal.
Cross out any identifiable
information (names, doctors’
names, etc.). Take the collected
medications to the Town of Vienna
Police Department, 215 Center St.
South, in Vienna on October 28
between 10 am and 2 pm.

“medicine disposal.”

MEMORY DEPOT

Life is full of moments. From joyous
ones to those that bring tears to our
eyes, each of them plays a pivotal
role in who we are today, and we
want to remember them, even after
many years have passed by. With
the development of different
technologies, there have been many
ways people capture moments for
posterity. From photographs to VHS
tapes to floppy discs, each different
format brought new capabilities to
relive memories more fully.

However, as we all know,
technology has changed greatly over
the years. Photographs and
scrapbooks have been replaced with
digital albums; vinyl records have
given way to MP3s; and videos can
now be stored on the internet and
accessed from anywhere. What used
to require multiple devices to create

and consume now only requires a
computer or phone. But what about
the memories created before these
technologies existed?

To help people convert outdated or
fragile media formats into files that
can easily be stored on a phone or
computer, several branches of
Fairfax County Public Library have
Memory Depots. These do-it-
yourself stations consist of a variety
of equipment that can aid users in
digitizing older materials. Whether
cassettes, vinyl albums or floppy
discs, Memory Depots can convert
many older formats into digital files
in a matter of minutes.

Getting set up to use one of the
Library’s Memory Depots is easy.
It’s recommended that every one
attend a Memory Depot orientation.
With in-person and virtual
orientation options, anyone can
learn about the equipment from
library staff regardless of where they
live or how busy they are. Once
you've attended an orientation and
feel comfortable using the
equipment, you can reserve a date
and time to use the devices.
Reservations are available in 30-
minute intervals and are for one
station at a time. They are also
limited to one session per day and
two sessions per week.

Memory Depots are currently
available at six Fairfax County
Public Library branches: Centreville
Regional Library, City of Fairfax
Regional Library, George Mason
Regional Library, Pohick Regional
Library, Reston Regional Library
and Sherwood Regional Library.
Every branch with a Memory Depot
offers the following equipment for
use:

o Epson scanner to digitize
photographs, documents, slides,
and negatives

o Elgato VHS converter
o Audio cassette to MP3 converter
» Floppy disc transfer device

The Centreville Memory Depot also
has a vinyl record converter that will
record what is played and convert it
to a digital file. More information
about these Memory Depots can be
found at bit.ly/fcpl-memory-depot.
There you’ll also find virtual
orientation videos, links to make
reservations at the participating
branches, information about the
equipment, and more.

Think about this project as
something you can plan on doing
after the holidays are over. Imagine
how wonderful it’ll be to organize all
the memories created over so many
years and ensure that future
generations will be able to share
them. (Thanks to Ashley Atkinson
of the Fairfax County Public

Library.)

TRAVELING ABROAD?

Starting next year, Americans will
need one more document to enter
countries in the European Union.
You'll have to apply for approval
under the European Travel
Information and Authorization
System. Applications will cost 7
euros, about $8, but are free for
people under 18 and over 70. Apply
at travel-europe.europa.eu/etias/
what-etias en. As well, if your
passport needs to be renewed, act
early to do that. Currently, it’s
taking 10-13 weeks for applications
to be completed, not including
mailing time.

Vienna Halloween Parade
