Where Are They?

Sea turtles live in many ocean basins around the world. Adults of most
species are found in shallow coastal waters, bays, lagoons, and estuaries.
The kid sea turtles of some species may be found in bays and estuaries,
as well as at sea. They can be found all over the world, but don’t always
expect them to come on land... they only do this to lay their eggs. So
if you want to see them, I suggest you go scuba diving.

Different types of sea turtles have different diets depending on their
jaws and “teeth”. They all are carnivores, omnivores, or vegetarians.
There are many of them. First, green sea turtles have serrated jaws
adapted for a mostly vegetarian diet of sea grass and algae. Hawksbills
mainly eat sponges, but also sometimes a small amount of tunicates,
shrimps and squids. Loggerheads’, Kemp’s ridleys’, and olive ridleys
have jaws that are well adapted for crushing. Their diet consists mostly
of crabs, mollusks, shrimps, jellyfish, and vegetation. Leatherbacks
have delicate jaws that would be damaged by anything other than their
normal diet of jellyfish, tunicates, and other soft-bodied animals. They
are definitely big, but they eat small. Hmm... Flatbacks have serrated
lower jaws and eat a wide variety of invertebrates including jellyfish, sea
cucumbers, shrimp, mollusks, and sea pens.

Types of Sea Turtles

Of course there are only 7 types of sea turtles, but it helps to remember
them. Here they are: Green sea turtle, loggerhead sea turtle, Kemp’s
ridley sea turtle, olive ridley sea turtle, hawksbill sea turtle, flatback sea
turtle, and leatherback sea turtle. They are very different, but the only
one that lives in Australia is the leatherback, of course.

Body Parts

A sea turtle has mostly the same body parts; the carapace (also known
as top shell), vertebral scutes, nuchal scutes, marginal scutes, bridge,
plastron, skin, claws, toenails, foot, the eye of course, the beak (tooth
like), tail, mouth, and tympanum. WOW. That is a lot.

37 Years of Nintendo

Nintendo is a Japanese video game compa-
ny. Fusajiro Yamauchi, the founder of this
company, didn’t realize that a fairly popular
card company would turn into the biggest
video game company in the world. That

is presumably because of the fact that the
company was founded in 1889. Nintendo’s
Japanese name’s definition is “leave luck to
heaven”. Satoru Iwata, the president of the
company from 2002 to 2015, was a program-
mer of games like Balloon Fight, Earthbound,
Super Smash Bros Melee, Pokemon Gold and
Silver, and Pokemon Stadium, all very popular
and well liked, at Nintendo. Genyo Takeda,

a game designer at Nintendo from 1972 to
2017, was responsible for games like Metroid,
StarTropics, Punch-Out!!, Sheriff, Popeye, and
most Legend of Zelda games along with the
help of Gunpei Yokoi and Eiji Aonuma. Take-
da was promoted to the best known position
in the Integrated Research and Development
(IDR) in 1982, the reason being that he was
an excellent addition to the Nintendo team,
shown by the many superb games he provid-
ed. The reason Nintendo is the main source
of many Pokemon games is because it owns
33% of the company, and Game Freak, the
original owner, owns 67%. Takashi Tezuka

is a producer at Nintendo, and he has made
games like Super Mario 64, Super Mario
World, New Super Mario Bros, The Legend
of Zelda, Pikmin, Animal Crossing, and Big
Brain Academy. To this date, Takashi Tekuza
has made almost every single Legend of Zelda
game. Shigeru Miyamoto, game designer,
producer and game director at Nintendo,
made one of the best characters in Nintendo
History: Mario. He made games like Donkey
Kong, Legend of Zelda Twilight Princess,
Super Mario Kart, Excitebike, Star Fox, and
Super Smash Brothers Brawl. Mario, of course
being a successful creation from Nintendo,

makes Shigeru Miyamoto one of the most
famous people in Nintendo history.

Nintendo has provided many video game con-
soles, over 30 of them! The most popular be-
ing the DS, Switch, N64, Gamecube, SNES,
and the Wii. The NES was the first one ever
made, though the Famicom, the Japanese edi-
tion of the NES, has been named the first ever
Nintendo console. That is probably because of
the fact that the Famicom was in Japan, and
then was adapted into the American version,
which we now call the NES.

Mario, Donkey Kong, and Kirby have col-
lectively been in over 304 games in 37 years,
the three being some of the most popular
Nintendo characters.

Super Smash Bros, a game developed by
HAL Laboratory, Sora Ltd., and Nintendo,

is a fighting game featuring the most popular
Nintendo icons beating each other up by any
means possible. It may sound strange and not
Nintendo-like, knowing that Nintendo is one
of the most family friendly gaming compa-
nies. Actually, it is a very fun game, clashing
family friendly characters with the fighting
genre perfectly. It started as a prototype
created by Satoru Iwata and Masahiro Sakurai

in their spare time called, “Dragon King: The
Fighting Game”. That eventually evolved into
the name “Super Smash Bros.”. Super Smash
Bros-the 1999 version- featured only 8 char-
acters, but Super Smash Bros Melee, the game
right after the original, featured 26, which,
across the games, evolved into 37, which
evolved into 58, which evolved into 74, in the
current Smash Brothers game, Super Smash
Bros. Ultimate for the Nintendo Switch.

Nintendo is, without a doubt, the best video
game company ever created: not Sega, though
it’s a good company, not Epic Games, not
Valve, not Square Enix, NINTENDO.
