2. Be 18 years of age or older
3. Have a valid CA ID or Driver's License
4. Pre-register online for CASAS placement test
5. CASAS Placement Reading Score of 247 or Higher
6. Official sealed Transcript of completed Medical Terminology course with a "C" or better
within the last 5 years of application deadline from an accredited school.
7. If you are applying as a Certified Nurse Assistant:

Have a valid non-expired C.N.A Certification
8. If you are applying as a Medical Assistant:

Have a valid Medical Assistant Certification with clinical component and Completion of
MA program  within 24 months of application deadline.  Provide official sealed
transcripts of completed MA program from accredited school.

Have a valid Medical Assistant Certification with clinical component and One year of
clinical MA work experience within 60 months of application deadline (clinical setting;
i.e. Back Office).  Provide official sealed transcripts of completed MA program from
accredited school.

9. Official High School Transcript or equivalent
Transcripts must be sealed in order to be deemed official
Official Transcripts are required from accredited schools 

Examples of accredited schools are: Visalia Adult School, Tulare Adult School, Community
Colleges (ie. COS, West Hills Community College, Fresno City), UC's (ie. UCLA), CSU's (ie.
Fresno State), etc.
 (Correspondence schools and CEU's will not be accepted).
