Previously purchased Dennis Uniforms and Flynn O’Hara Uniforms are still permissible, with the exception 
of the SL/R Girls Short Sleeve Blouse and the SR Boys Dennis Gray Pants (twill and performance).

DRESS BY DAY
Dress code for specific days are as follows:

ITEMS OF NOTE
•	 Formal Uniforms are the only required uniform items and can be worn any day of the week, although 

they must be worn on the following: GS Chapel, every Monday in SL/R, school picture days, and 
special presentations and events. Daily Uniforms and Veritas Spirit Wear are optional purchases.

•	 Logo: Any previous Dennis and Flynn O’Hara logoed items (that match images shown below) are 
allowed (this includes fiberlock and embroidery).

•	 Grammar School Scholé bottoms (black performance skorts and shorts) are no longer allowed; Daily 
Uniform bottoms or jeans may be worn on Fridays.

•	 SL/R Girls Blouse: The School of Logic and Rhetoric girls’ blouse is now a long-sleeve button-down 
Oxford shirt and must be worn tucked in. Sleeves may be rolled-up after lunch. The short-sleeve 
tailored blouse is no longer allowed.

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•	 A plaid cross-tie is now a required component of the SL girls Formal Uniform and may be removed 
after lunch.

•	 SR Boys Pants: Previously purchased Dennis performance and twill pants are no longer allowed. 
Pants and shorts purchased from Flynn O’Hara will be allowed this year (‘25-’26) but will be retired 
for the ‘26-’27 school year.

•	 SR Girls Skirt: Gray Skirts purchased from Flynn O’Hara and Dennis will be allowed this year (‘25-’26) 
but will be retired for the ‘26-’27 school year

•	 Friday is a school-wide spirit day for those who would like to participate:

•	 The Veritas Vault is our school spirit store.

•	 Any approved Veritas spirit or school shirt/outerwear may be worn with blue jeans (non-frayed 
or torn) or approved uniform bottoms. 

•	 Shoes may be a color other than black but must still comply with all other shoe policies (no 
sandals, slides, crocs, house shoes, etc.).

•	 All athletic and fine arts department uniforms (practice and/or competition) are not to be worn 
as spirit wear.

•	 On special SL/R dress-up (e.g. dances and banquets) or dress-down days (e.g. SR House 
Competitions), clothing must follow published guidelines as outlined in the Student & Parent 
Handbook.

•	 The annual Student & Parent Handbook will include Veritas’s detailed dress code policies. When 
purchasing uniforms, please keep the following policies in mind:

•	 All shirts must be tucked in, and black belts are required when shorts or pants are worn for 
both boys and girls (n/a for PreSchool & PreK).

•	 Skirts and jumpers should not be more than 2” above the top of the knee cap (patella). Shorts 
for males must fall past the mid-thigh length. Most SR and Upper SL boys will need at least a 9” 
inseam, while a 7” inseam may be more appropriate for younger SL boys, and GS boys should 
use their discretion.

•	 Boy’s traditional ties should be long enough to touch their belts.

•	 No part of any undergarment should be visible.

•	 Black tights, leggings, or modesty shorts may be purchased from anywhere and must be worn 
under skirts, jumpers, and polo dresses. Leggings are not an appropriate “pant” option.

•	 Shoes must be classroom-appropriate, closed-toe (with a back), and mostly black (white sole & 
brand markings allowed). Solid black ankle or mid-calf boots are allowed. Sandals, slides, crocs, 
house shoes, etc. are not allowed.

•	 Backpacks should be a solid color or simple pattern (no cartoons, etc.), and for students in 
grades 5-12, should also be able to fit in a locker.
