Updates

Arriving on Time

Drop Off 
1. Out of respect for our elderly neighbors please make sure you are NOT playing loud music 

when dropping off your warrior. Some are elderly neighbors have expressed that the loud 
music in the morning disturbs their sleep.  

 
Pick-up  

1. Please DO NOT double park your car on Callowhill Street. Double parked cars create a very 
dangerous situation for our students who are walking home and catching public transportation. 
We also want to respect neighbors and neighborhood traffic flow. We understand that parking 
is limited, but please DO NOT double park. 

2. Please DO NOT sit in your car double parked on Felton Street waiting for your student to come 
out of the building. This causes a traffic jam on Felton  Street and a back-up of cars on Callowhill 
which leads to unsafe traffic jams. 

3. When picking-up your Warrior please PARK your car on Felton Street or other surrounding 
streets.
