SAINT 7~ “~MARTIN

St. Martin De Porres
Saint Martin was born in 1579. Martin became a
Dominican “lay helper,” not feeling himself worthy
to be a religious brother. After nine years, the
example of his prayer and penance, charity and
humility, led the community to request him to
make full religious profession. Many of his nights
were spent in prayer and penitential practices; his
days were filled with nursing the sick and caring for
the poor. It was particularly impressive that he
treated all people regardless of their color, race, or
status. He was instrumental in founding an
orphanage, took care of slaves brought from Africa,
and managed the daily alms of the priory with
practicality, as well as generosity. St. Martin
passed away on November 3, 1639

San Martin de Porres
San Martin nacié en 1579. Martin se hizo "ayudante
laico" dominico, al no sentirse digno de ser hermano
religioso. Al cabo de nueve afos, el ejemplo de su
oracion y penitencia, caridad y humildad, llevé a la
comunidad a pedirle que hiciera profesion religiosa
plena.
