Level and three at Standard Level), an Extended Essay (EE)
of up to 4000 words, a Theory of Knowledge (TOK) course,
and a required Creativity, Activity, Service (CAS) component.
The IBDP is structured to provide students with a rigorous
and balanced education, to facilitate geographic and cultural
mobility and to promote international understanding and
awareness.
