“Nothing about us without us.” (1) Our Road Map region’s student
population is 74% students of color. (2) As we reimagine and seek
to transform our schools to be humanizing and just places for all,
we must build on the dreams and aspirations of our region’s
youth, particularly those most underserved in our current system.

WHY IT MATTERS

Our school boards, students, families and communities of color have
named youth voice as a top regional priority. (3)

Schools that are viewed by students, particularly Students of Color, as
responsive to youth voice, show higher grades and attendance and
lower chronic absenteeism. (4)

Schools that have invested in youth leadership initiatives, like student
advisories or student councils, show significant improvement in
school climate and student drop-out rates. (5)
