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This flow chart illustrates the process for determining the instructional support needed by students. 
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Students exhibit poor academic performance such as attendance, grade, or behavior. Classroom teachers 
intensify instruction by providing classroom accommodations and campus level interventions such as 

tutorials and special pull-out programs. Teachers monitor academic and/or behavior progress. 

Student makes adequate 
academic and/or behavior 

progress. Teacher documents 
any classroom interventions 

outside normal classroom time. 

Student does not make adequate academic and/or behavior progress. 
Teacher documents student’s information, classroom interventions, 

and any outside classroom interventions into AWARE. 

 
Informal Process Tier 1 & 2 

Student is provided more intensive academic and/or behavior intervention in addition to the core instruction. 
This initiates the SAT formal process. Optional testing may be requested (refer to Tier 3).

Formal Process Tier 2 

The SAT recommends the student for additional academic and/or behavioral screenings and assessments as 
appropriate. (Permission is needed for all screenings and assessments.) Results shall be discussed with the 

SAT and reported to parents separately within four weeks. 

Based on testing results and other data, additional interventions will be developed and implemented with an 
increase in time and intensity. The student will be monitored frequently and intervention plan will be 

revised as needed.  The SAT may consider §504 accommodations based on a qualifying disability and the 
impact on a major life activity.  

Tier 3 

Student does not make 
adequate behavior progress. 
The behavior specialist will 
evaluate behavior problems 
and determine intervention 

action plan. Review progress 
approximately every four 

weeks.  Revise intervention 
plan as needed. 

Student has not exhibited academic and/or behavior progress despite documented attempted interventions. 
Special Education evaluations may be considered.
