The
curriculum is based on the Center for Academic and Social Emotional Learning (CASEL) framework,
International School counselors Association (ISCA) scope and sequence, the Association of
International Schools in Africa (AISA) standards, the United Nations Convention on the Rights of
the Child (UNCRC), and the International Center for Missing and Exploited Children (ICMEC) best
practices for child protection curriculum. Each of these organizations are renowned organizations
in their fields.

The curriculum interweaves the Success Orientations, Social Emotional Learning concepts, and
Child Protection concepts with individual lessons throughout the year and will be taught during a
weekly class time dedicated to EMPOWER. These lessons will give students a well-rounded set of
skills to help them throughout their lives.
