The Berlin-Boylston Schools are currently accepting applications for its Integrated Preschool Program. The
school district is looking for children who will be 3 or 4 years old by September 1, 2025. The Berlin and
Boylston preschool programs include both a 2-day and a 3-day option. Tuition for these programs is currently
set at $2,520 for the 3-Day Program and $1,680 for the 2-Day Program.

Forms are available on the website. Parents can also pick up an application form at any of the district
schools. Completed application forms and a $15 non-refundable application fee must be received or brought
to Tahanto by no later than 1:30 pm on January 6, 2025.

If you would like your child to participate in the optional preschool screening, please contact Sherry Trainque,
strainque@bbrsd.org, for your appointed time. An appointment should be set up no later than January 2,
2025. Screening will take place at Tahanto Preschool, 1001 Main St., Boylston, MA on January 6th at your
appointed time. In the event of a weather delay/cancellation on the 6th, screening will be January 13th
instead.

Screening is done in a play atmosphere and allows us to get a snapshot of your child’s capabilities and can
be particularly helpful if you have concerns regarding your child’s development or ability to learn. Parents will
be given feedback on their child’s performance and will be notified if concerns arise from the screening.

Please note: Application to the preschool program does not guarantee your child’s participation in the program. Depending on the
number of applications received for each of the programs, a lottery may be necessary. If this is the case, the lottery drawing will be held
on January 27, 2025 (snow date 2/3/25). If selected, you will have the opportunity to register your child for the program by providing the
necessary documentation as listed on the application form.
