Accountability and flexibility are hallmarks of Gwinnett County Public Schools' success. Key to that success is ensuring
that each school community understands the progress being made by its schools, as well as what plans will drive
improvement.

LSPI goals are dynamic, like our schools, and are updated to
reflect changes that occur in schools. Multiple data points are used to determine areas needing improvement and to
identify specific, measurable, annual objectives. Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) are the way we will measure success
for each goal. Schools then determine how to use research-based strategies to achieve these goals, using flexibility as
needed. The LSPI development process involves teachers, parents, students, and community members, so the entire
school community has the opportunity to be involved in conversations about school improvement.

e Based on the data, the percentage gap between math and literacy is closing. Attributed to the

implementation of a structured literacy curriculum. We are currently piloting the EL
curriculum.

o Interventions are successful and specific. Teachers have the autonomy to use the
intervention that best works for students (e.g. Fundations, EL Skills/ALL blocks).

o We have leaned into the science of reading. Our focus has shifted to why we are
doing what we are doing and generating buy-in.

o We have stressed the importance of protocols. For example, turn-and-talks have a
specific structure. Voice equity has a specific place which has increased student
engagement. Having EL curriculum protocols creates equity in the classroom.

o Students are talking and writing. Students give examples and share and use graphic
organizers. Language learners have increased engagement due to the structured
curriculum.

e We will continue to provide meaningful and just-in-time feedback (e.g., observations,
walk-through, and evaluation) that supports the instructional improvement and professional
growth of teachers.

e We will continue to provide collaborative and learning opportunities for teachers to plan for
targeted instruction and interventions.

e \We have worked to remove barriers that keep parents from accessing the support needed to
help their student/s at home.
o We added a Parent Instructional Coordinator (PIC) and Parent Outreach Liaison
(POL). The PIC focuses on the instructional side while the POL works with
volunteers. As a result, we have significantly increased parent involvement.
o  We have a group of parents interested in picking up PTA. We are currently working
with area representatives to get elections and officers established.
o We have significantly increased the number of participants attending School Council
meetings.
o We are generating ownership with our parents. They are coming up with ideas and
planning events like muffins with moms and donuts with dads.
e We will continue to provide family and community engagement opportunities for families to
provide input impacting school change, share concerns about their child’s progress, and gain
a greater understanding of the curriculum and MTSS.
o  Workshops have moved beyond what is required. We had two (2) language
workshops (ESOL), ACCESS, technology, discipline, etc.
o  We have different parents coming in (not just regular attendees)
e Provide family, community, and engagement training for staff to improve communication and
partnerships between parents and the school (ongoing).
e Action Item: Send flyers out in the target language for our parents to join the PTA
e Action Item: Back to school bash to get parents in the building to celebrate all the great things
that we are doing.
