e We received notice this morning that our foundation money will not be pushed to
us until next week. Thankfully we are in an ok position to cover a $1.4 million gap
for a few days.
o This puts significant pressure on the organization and further facilitates the
need to get to a more appropriate carryover balance to ensure the
financial stability of our organization.
