HOW YOUR TRANSIT SYSTEM

WORKS

Monterey-Salinas Transit provides bus service to the
greater Monterey and Salinas areas, as far south

as Paso Robles and as far north as Gilroy. Service
originates from two primary locations— the Monterey
Transit Plaza, in central Monterey, and the Salinas
Transit Center, in downtown Salinas (see page 28).
From these two locations, the bus lines branch out
like spokes on a wheel (see pages 30 & 31). Service
also originates from the Marina Transit Exchange
and Sand City Station. On most lines, the bus travels
out to its terminal, the end of the "spoke," then re-
turns to its point of origin.

The Watsonville lines connect with Santa Cruz
Metropolitan Transit District (METRO) at the Watson-
ville Transit Center in downtown Watsonville (see
maps on pages 28 and 29).

Line 84 connects with San Luis Obispo Regional
Transit Authority at the North County Transportation
Center in Paso Robles.

Line 59 connects with VTA, Caltrain & County
Express Hollister in Gilroy.

HOW TO RIDE THE BUS

The following steps will answer some questions
and help make your trip a pleasant one. For
questions about bus stop locations or trip planning,
please feel free to call MST toll free at 1-888-MST-
BUS1 or visit www.mst.org, or download the free
Transit App on iPhone or Android devices.

1. WHERE DO | CATCH THE BUS?

Bus stops are identified with an MST sign. Check
the sign for which bus lines stop there.

Arrive at your stop a few minutes before your bus is
scheduled to arrive. Position yourself near the bus
sign where the person driving the bus will be able
to see you. Have your fare, pass or ticket ready
when boarding.

Buses stop only at designated MST stops.

2. WHICH BUS LINE DO | TAKE?

See the bus service diagrams on pages 30 & 31
to determine which bus lines will take you to your
destination. You may need to transfer from one line
to another to reach that destination. See page 29
for transit center boarding locations.

Identify your bus by looking for the bus line number
and direction in the sign above the windshield.
Buses headed toward a transit center or transit
exchange will say Salinas, Monterey, Marina or
Sand City. Buses headed toward other destinations
will state the furthermost stop in that direction. For
example:

Before boarding, check the sign to make sure it is
the bus you want to take. If you are not sure, ask
the coach operator to help you.

3. WHEN WILL THE BUS ARRIVE?

The schedules for each bus line are in this
Rider's Guide. They are listed by line number.

Each line has a map and departure schedule with
timepoints for several stops along its route. The
buses travel through the schedule from the left

to the right. The timepoints in the schedule cor-
respond with the timepoints shown on the map.
To know when to be at a stop that is between two
timepoints, use the timepoint before your stop.

Monterey-Salinas Transit presta servicios de
autobus a las zonas de Monterey y Salinas, Paso
Robles siguiendo hasta Gilroy. Los dos lugares
principales donde se inicia el servicio son Mon-
terey Transit Plaza, en el centro de Monterey, y el
Salinas Transit Center, en el centro de Salinas (vea
pagina 28).

4. HOW DO 1 PAY? You can use cash,
GoPasses, Contactless or a GoCard on all MST
buses. Have your payment ready when you board.
Cash goes in the farebox. Exact change is preferred.
Change cards will be issued for future fares. Swipe
your GoPass or tap your GoCard on the farebox.

If you are using a discounted fare (youth, seniors,
disabled, Medicare card holders, and veterans), the
coach operator may ask to see your ID.

5. WHERE DO I SIT? After paying your fare,
quickly move to a vacant seat.

MST may refuse to provide service to any
individual who engages in violent, seriously
disruptive, or illegal conduct.

Keep cell phone conversation brief, the volume
low and refrain from using speaker phone so as
not to disturb other passengers.

Vacate designated front seats and wheelchair
areas for senior citizens and people with disabilities
when requested by that person or by the driver.
Large articles over 5 ft in length, packages, bag-
gage, non-collapsible strollers or baby buggies
that block the aisle and restrict the free move-
ment of passengers are prohibited.

Willfully refusing to pay a fare or show specific
fare media to the coach operator is prohibited.
Lighting an incendiary device (matches, lighters,
or anything that can start a fire, etc) is prohibited.
Use of counterfeit or stolen fare media is prohibited.

Passengers that do not comply with all coach
operator requests may be asked to leave the
bus or may be denied boarding.

CODE OF CONDUCT/
TRANSIT EXCLUSION POLICY

No individual may engage in inappropriate conduct
on, at, or within the equipment or facllities of MST
and MST transit services. Individuals will be warned
to stop the inappropriate conduct, if the conduct
continues, the individual may be subject to fines,
arrest, and prosecution for trespassing and/or dis-
orderly conduct. Continuous repeat infractions may
result in exclusion from buses for up to six months.

o Never stand or sit in the bus stairwells.

o After you get off the bus, stand back and wait for it

to leave before crossing the street.

o If your bike is on the bus, ask the coach operator
to wait so you can remove your bike.

o When crossing the street, look around and be
aware of passing or approaching vehicles.

« Avoid using a cell phone while crossing the street
and keep your children next to you as you Cross.

BICYCLES ON BUSES

Bikes ride free with paying passengers on all MST
buses. Front bike racks can accommodate up to
three bicycles. If the bike rack is full, please inform
the operator that you'd like to bring your bicycle
onboard. If the wheelchair securement area is not
being utilized by priority passengers, bicycles
can be securely transported aboard buses.
IMPORTANT: Be sure to ask the coach operator
to wait for you to unload your bike when you leave
the bus.

Monterey-Salinas Transit will not be liable for any
property damage or bodily injury caused by the
loading or unloading of bicycles.

Please note that some MST Trolley vehicles are not
equipped to accommodate bikes.

ACCESSIBLE SERVICES

MST's priority is to deliver safe, quality, and reliable
public transportation within our community. In coopera-
tion with the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990
(ADA), MST is committed to offering transportation
services that can be used by all of our customers.

ACCESSIBILITY FEATURES
All buses are accessible and equipped with ramps
or lifts to accommodate passengers who have
difficulty climbing stairs, or who use mobility devices

* Priority seating is available for older adults and
customers with disabilities

¢ Buses have “kneeling” capabilities, which permit
the front entry door to be lowered for easy entry and
exit out of the bus

e For passengers using mobility devices, there are
reserved areas with securement systems to provide
a safe ride

FIXED ROUTE FEATURES

* Inthe event of a passenger lift failure, the bus
operator will notify the Communication Center for
guaranteed back up services if another bus head-
ing to the passenger’s destination will not arrive
within 30 minutes

e Buses are equipped with a Call Stop Announce-
ment System that will announce: Transfer points
with other fixed route, major intersections and
destination points, time points, and intervals along a
route sufficient to permit individuals who have visual
impairments or other disabilities to be oriented to
their location

PERSONAL CARE ATTENDANTS

* One Personal Care Attendant (PCA) can ride free
on the MST bus system with a fare-paying passen-
ger who presents a valid discount photo identifica-
tion card.

LIFE SUPPORT EQUIPMENT

e Passengers required to use portable oxygen,
respirators, and other life support equipment, are
permitted to board with them, unless it would violate
the Federal Regulations (49 CFR Parts 100 - 199)
concerning the transportation of hazardous materi-
als.

SERVICE ANIMAL ACCESSIBILITY
MST allows service animals on its buses. MST
does not allow emotional support or comfort
animals on buses.
Your Rights:
e MST coach operators may ask the following
two questions:
1. Is the animal required because of a disability”?
2. What work or task has the animal been
trained to perform?
Coach operators are not allowed to ask for docu-
mentation or proof that the service animal has
been certified, trained, or licensed.

Your Responsibilities:

¢ Service animals must be under the control of
the handler at all times and leashed, harnessed,
or tethered. If your disability prevents the use
of these devices, you must use voice signal, or
other effective means to maintain control of the
animal

e Service animals must remain at your feet or on
your lap and may not occupy the aisle, sit on a
bus seat, or encroach on the space occupied
by another passenger

¢ Service animals must be housebroken. Own-
ers are responsible for any damage or soiling
caused by the service animal

¢ Service animals may not pose a direct threat to
the health and safety of others or exhibit aggres-
sive or seriously disruptive behavior towards
other people or animals

If your service animal’s behavior threatens the
safety of the driver, passengers, or other animals
you and your service animal may be asked to
leave the bus. If your animal is an emotional sup-
port or comfort animal, MST may refuse to allow
you to board the bus with your animal, unless the
animal is contained in a pet carrier that does not
exceed 30" tall, 18" wide, and 18" deep.

MOBILITY DEVICES

¢ Allows for mobility devices to access our buses
regardless of weight or size, and will attempt to
carry any wheelchair or mobility device that can
physically and safely be accommodated on
either our fixed route or paratransit equipment

Wheelchair Accessibility

All buses are wheelchair accessible to meet the
minimum federal requirement of accommodating

a 600 pound load and wheelchair dimensions of
30 x 48 inches. An operator may deny transporta-
tion if a customer is using a larger wheelchair and
its occupant would be inconsistent with MST safety
requirements.

¢ Boarding is permitted with a mobility device as
long as the device can maneuver the ramp or
be picked up by the lift, and the passenger can
maneuver the device into the passenger area

e Buses utilize a multi-point securement system
to secure the mobility device

For Your Safety

¢ Securement of mobility devices is mandatory

e MST requests that you lock your brakes (if brakes
are present) on your mobility device while using the
lift and also while the bus is in motion

e MST professional operators are trained to ensure
your safety and comfort

REASONABLE MODIFICATION

If you have a disability that requires a reasonable
modification to access MST's fixed-route, RIDES
ADA Paratransit, or OnCall, you may request a
reasonable accommodation. Please contact MST’s
customer service department for more information.

Safe Place is Monterey County’s only comprehen-
sive program for runaway and homeless youth. MST
buses, trolleys, and customer service locations are
Safe Place sites intended to assist youth in crisis in
accessing help immediately and are safe places

to ask for help. When a youth asks for help, transit
staff will then contact Safe Place staff who are avail-
able 24 hours a day and will respond to the youth
immediately to link them to food, shelter, and other
emergency services as needed.

EMERGENCY RIDE HOME

The Transportation Agency for Monterey County
(TAMC) provides an emergency ride home to regis-
tered users who use alternative transportation to get
to work. The program is available to commuters who
live or work in Monterey County and who ride the
bus, carpool, vanpool, ride a bicycle or walk to work
at least one day a week. In order to participate, you
must register with TAMC by calling (831) 422-7665.
This service will reimburse up to $60 for a taxi or
rental car in case of personal illness, a sick family
member, a serious problem at a child's school or
day care, or if you must unexpectedly work late.

1. MST RIDES ADA PARATRANSIT SERVICE
DESCRIPTION The MST RIDES ADA Paratransit
program offers transportation service to eligible
passengers as a ride-share program.

Reservation requests must be made in advance until
5:00 PM daily for next day service, or may be made
up to 7 days in advance of the day of the trip. There
are no restrictions on the purpose of the trip.

Based on vehicle availability, MST RIDES ADA Para-

transit may need to schedule your trip within one hour

of your requested pick-up time.

Service Hours: MST RIDES ADA Paratransit services

are available whenever MST’s regular fixed-route bus
services are in operation. MST’s regular fixed route
schedule is subject to change.
