For those students who just want to 
improve their golf or who wish to try it,  
they can have golf lessons to act as a starting 
point for their game development.

Students on the Golf Academy have access 
to the on-site Skytrak launch monitor and to 
a full rounded golf education, covering all 
aspects of the game. 

Our on-site facilities are excellent and 
include a CONGU certified nine-hole golf 
course, an artificial putting green and access 
to a strength and conditioning coach.

Off-site, students have the opportunity to 
play at championship golf courses including 
Macdonald Hill Valley and Oswestry GC. 
Whilst playing there, academy players will 
also have the opportunity to access a golf 
driving range, Skytrak launch monitor, smart 
golf simulators, motion putting analysis as 
well as the full 18 hole golf course.

Wide ranges of specialist academic subjects 
are on offer, and these can be taken as GCSE, 
IGCSE, A Level, International Baccalaureate 
(IB) and BTEC qualifications.
