HOW TO PROTECT YOURSELF
FROM SCAMS

This is a follow-on to last week’s
article about Al scams. It applies to
Artificial Intelligence and other
types of scams as well. We need to
be cautious of unsolicited emails,
text messages and phone calls.
Remember to always communicate
through a secure and verified
messaging platform rather than
unsecured platforms. These sites
start with “https” and will have a
padlock icon. Use two-factor or
multi-factor authentication
whenever possible. Use a random
password generator and a password
manager to generate and store
strong passwords.

Verify the source before clicking on
any links or downloading any files.
Never give a stranger money or
personal identifiable information. If
you suspect you're the target of a
scam, stop communicating with the
scammer immediately and report
the incident to the authorities:
Fairfax County Police Non-
Emergency Line, 703.691.2131,
TTY711. You can also file a
complaint with the Federal Itade

Commission at ReportFraud.fte.gov.

and with the FBI's Internet Crime
Complaint Center at ic3.gov. You
may also contact the AARP Fraud
Watch Network at 877.908.3360
with your concerns.
