Dr. Roy wanted to review the new District initiatives for the 2014-2015 school year =~ SUPERINTENDENT’S
in support of its Roadmap to Educational Excellence. The educational programs REPORT

initiatives reflect the District’s commitment to educating the whole child through

rigorous and relevant courses, student engagement and community partnerships.

Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics (STEM) Education is rapidly
changing as the technology based world puts a premium on high school graduates
possessing strong STEM skills. The District is taking the lead with several initiatives
that include Project Lead the Way which is an internationally recognized pre-
engineering curriculum at the high school level; the Envision Mathematics program
for fourth and fifth grade students; the Precision Machining lab at Bethlehem Area
Vo-Tech to prepare 50 students for high demand manufacturing careers; and
significant restructuring in the District’s Information Technology Department to
support the educational mission.

Student Engagement and Family Involvement are key ingredients to academic
success. The District continues to invest resources to ensure they are embedded in
the schools that include small elementary classes with 21-22 students; reinstating
middle school teaming to build relationships, academic stretch learning, and present
interdisciplinary learning opportunity to students; College and Career Pathways to
help high school students identify areas of interest and choose the appropriate
courses; high school student and parent access to Naviance which is a college and
career readiness online tool that connects academic achievement with post high
school plans; greater access to community-based social and mental health services
for students and families in need through Family Answers, CIU 20, and Children’s
Home of Reading; and recognizing that student engagement extends beyond the
classroom.

One of the defining characteristics of BASD is the close connection to the
community. High school business marketing classes work with ArtsQuest to book,
market and present musical acts. The United Way of the Lehigh Valley Community
School model brings schools, parents, higher education, and corporate partners
together to support the academic and social needs at five (5) elementary schools
which include Moravian College, Lehigh University and Northampton Community
College as community school higher education partners along with corporate
partners Just Born, Inc., Air Products, Inc. and Community in Schools. The
Bethlehem Area Education Foundation will offer grants to teachers to fund
innovative projects that connect students with the community. The high school
Community Service Program will expand its reach both within the community with
new partners and within the classrooms with a renewed focus on service learning
projects. The class of 2014 performed over 120,000 hours of service in their
community.

The District’s commitment to all children is reflected in membership in the Delaware
Valley Consortium for Equity and Excellence (DVVCEE), which brings together
successful Districts from eastern Pennsylvania with a focus on diversity, equity, and
closing achievement gaps.

In regards to School Climate and School Safety, the District is pleased to take several
steps forward in building upon the commitment of safe schools and positive learning
climates for students. In partnership with the City of Bethlehem, the District is
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pleased to announce the addition of five (5) School Resource Officers (SRO) with
one (1) at each middle school and an additional SRO at Liberty High School.
Bethlehem Township provides an SRO at Freedom High School and Bethlehem Area
Vo-Tech School. With the start of this school year, all 22 schools will be equipped
with card access readers at key school entrances.

Director Patrick stated that the Board met on August 5 approving staffing

appointments and conference requests. She was appointed the PSBA delegate and

approved to attend conference. A Bethlehem Township SRO was approved for the

2014-15 school year. Director Cann was appointed as the EBTEP Trustee. They also

received a technology update. The next meeting is September 2.

COLONIAL INTERMEDIATE UNIT 20 — Director McKeon stated that the Board
meets on August 27.

BASD FOUNDATION - President Faccinetto stated that the Foundation met but he
was not able to attend. Mrs. Tate stated that the Foundation was instrumental in
offering grants for teacher innovation and community partnerships. These grant
opportunities will be offered to the teachers starting in September. The Executive
Board was reinstated. A retreat is being planned for strategic planning.

Tony Saraceno (3940 Norfolk Drive, Bethlehem Township) — Mr. Saraceno had two
issues regarding the bullying and harassment policy that is being reviewed. The
previous policy and this new policy are not much different. His daughter was a
victim of a harassment/bullying incident on May 30. She reported the incident to the
administrator. On June 3, they met with the assistant principal, and Mr. Saraceno
asked for a written report of the incident. Due to it being the end of the school year
and with graduation, Mr. Saraceno was fine if the report came later. Three (3) weeks
passed and on June 24, he emailed Dr. Silva for assistance. He met with Dr. Silva
and was told he would speak to the principal. He once again did not hear anything
and contacted Dr. Silva again on July 16. For a policy that has been effect for 10
years and when he asked for a written report, it seemed a surprise to the
Administration and had to show the policy to the assistant principal. In the policy it
states that that the report can be appealed, but how can you appeal it if you do not
have a report. Now school is starting in two (2) weeks, and his daughter is not
looking forward to starting school as she feels she did something wrong. So his
guestion to the Board is that if this policy has been in effect for 10 years, has the
Board been receiving written reports on bullying and harassment charges that have
occurred in schools. Every step of the way, he had to initiate the dialogue. Not once
did the school reach out first and that is not the way the system should be working.
The new policy is similar to the old policy and the compliance part is the same. If it
is not being followed through, then what good is it? He is asking the Board to make
sure that the Administration follows through on what they are expected to do per the
policies that are written.

Stephen Antalics (737 Ridge Street, Bethlehem) — Mr. Antalics stated that he was
encouraged by Dr. Roy’s comments. Recently there were three (3) op ed articles that
supported charter schools at the detriment of the District. He suggested the District
defend itself and the silence has been deafening. If people buy into the op ed articles,
it will encourage them to attend charter schools for further drain on finances
resulting in cutting programs and raising taxes. He asked the Board President and
Administration to write an op ed in newspaper outlining successes noted earlier by
Dr. Roy. Once people understand the goals of the BASD it will stop exodus and keep
taxes down.

Attorney Brian Leinhauser (Attorney for Lehigh Valley Dual Language Charter
School) — Attorney Leinhauser stated that the school year is about to begin and
requests a timely consideration of his client to open a second facility on Broad Street
per a recent court decision. The facility has been reviewed by the City of Bethlehem
with a few minor issues that will be ready by August 20 for District inspection.
Student enrollment will not change as a cap was set on this charter school from the
beginning of 450 students. So the economics don’t change for the District with same
model. He requests prompt approval of a new location at 623 Sixth Avenue which
was formally a parochial school 14 months ago so that students may attend for the
start of this school year.
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President Faccinetto asked if there were any items for Open Forum. OPEN FORUM

Director Vidanage stated that Mr. Antalics spoke last week about how the District
allocates the resources. Full day Kindergarten is not part of PDE requirements. He
asked for a cost benefit analysis of all programs not mandated on city, county, and
state level to see what gives more results and the biggest bang for the buck. We may
lose edge in competing with charter schools if we reduce programs.

Director McKeon wanted to respond to Mr. Saraceno’s comments. First he wants to
applaud the assistant principal for responding and meeting with a parent quickly, but
he is very disappointed that there has not been any resolution and requires constant
follow-up by the parent. It should have never gotten to Dr. Silva’s level. He asked if
the Administration could look into this and give the Board information on what
transpired.

Director Bonilla stated he also echoes the comments made by Director McKeon. He
wanted to thank Dr. Silva an appreciates all the had work and dedication in tough
budget times to expand programs such as Project Lead the Way, Naviance, and
expansion of full day Kindergarten for the benefit of all BASD students.

President Faccinetto asked for a motion for Adjournment. Director Patrick made a ADJOURNMENT
motion and seconded by Director Bonilla. The meeting adjourned at 7:48 p.m.

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2. Masonry Repairs — Donegan Elementary and East Hills Middle Schools -
Change Order

INFORMATION:

The original contract awarded for the Donegan and East Hills Middle Schools Masonry
Repairs specified a base amount of work to be completed at specified unit prices. After
starting work on the original scope of work to grind out and replace brick mortar joints at
Donegan Elementary School, the contractor found the underlying masonry block behind
the brick to be deteriorated and crumbled. A change order not to exceed $25,000 is
necessary to repair and rebuild the underlying masonry block walls in several locations to
complete the project. The original contract award was $141,168.

The assignment will terminate on the earlier of: (i) unless extended by mutual
agreement of Interim, PASBO, and School District, the date on which a regular employee begins work
for School District; (ii) the date designated in written notice of termination from PASBO or School
District to the other, with a copy to Interim; (iii) the date designated in written notice of termination
from Interim to School District, with a copy to PASBO; or (iv) the date which is one day prior to one
year from the date the assignment starts.

3, PASBO Service Fee. For the duration of the Interim School Business Consultant assignment,
School District will pay PASBO a fee of $48.00 per hour of until the assignment is terminated. This fee
amount includes an amount to pay PASBO for: (i) compensation paid to the Interim; (ii) taxes,
insurance, and other employment related costs; and (iii) an administrative fee for PASBO. If any taxes
PASBO is required to pay and absorb as employer (such as Social Security, Medicare, unemployment
compensation, or other) should increase during this assignment, the monthly fee payable to PASBO will
increase by the same amount.

4. Interim Duties. The duties of the Interim will encompass duties generally within the scope of
the regular position being filled. Within this general scope of duties, specific duties are as follows:

222. TOBACCO USE

The Board recognizes that tobacco use by students presents a health and safety
hazard that can have serious consequences for both users and nonusers and the safety
and environment of the schools.

For purposes of this policy, tobacco shall be defined as a lighted or unlighted
cigarette, cigar, or pipe; other smoking product or material (e.g., electronic cigarette,
personal vaporizer, or electronic nicotine delivery system, and other similar devices,
whether containing nicotine or not); and smokeless tobacco in any form.

The Board prohibits tobacco use and possession by students at any time in a school
building and on any property, buses, vans and vehicles that are owned, leased or
controlled by the school district.

The Board prohibits tobacco use and possession by students at school-sponsored
activities that are held off school property.

The school district may initiate prosecution of a student who possesses or uses
tobacco in violation of this policy.

The Superintendent or designee shall annually notify students, parents/guardians and
staff about the district's tobacco use policy by publishing such policy in the student
handbook, parental newsletters, posted notices, and other efficient methods.

The Superintendent or designee shall develop procedures to implement this policy.

Incidents of possession, use and sale of tobacco in violation of this policy by any
person on school property shall be reported to the Office of Safe Schools on the
required form at least once each year.

A student convicted of possessing or using tobacco in violation of this policy may be
fined up to $50 plus court costs or admitted to alternative adjudication in lieu of
imposition of a fine.
