Based on the challenges students continue to face in distance learning, Saint Paul Public Schools is offering an 
opportunity for all 9-12th grade students who earned a NP grade in one or more classes during the first quarter to 
earn a D in the first quarter by successfully earning a passing grade in the second quarter.  Second quarter concludes 
in two weeks, ending on January 28th, 2021.   
 
In the second quarter, any passing grade, A+ thru D-, will result in students receiving a grade of D- for the first 
quarter.   
 
Please have your student continue to work with their teachers and counselor to recover first quarter credits toward 
graduation.  These grading changes for the first quarter strive toward equitable grading practices. We understand that 
distance learning, along with the stress of living through a pandemic, has an impact on our students.
