Regardless of whether an 
adult gives permission, children should not be watching content that is not 
suitable for their age range. Children should also not have access to social 
media applications. There is a lot of extremely harmful content that can be

Children will pick up language and actions from things they watch which they 
imitate to their peers. If they are watching unsuitable shows or films, the lan-

guage and actions shown is often offensive and inappropriate.
