Unlike the fundraising campaigns on the next page, school-wide PTO events are
community-building opportunities, not fundraisers. These gatherings contribute to Parkway
Manor’s prominence as a vibrant school with meaningful and lasting connections between
staff, students, and families.

PTO Social Events have low entry fees ($0-$4 on average). The PTO Board’s goal is always
to make every family feel welcome, and cover its direct costs.

PTO Academic Events, like field-trips, assemblies, and the Science Fair, are primarily paid for
by PTO fundraisers and dues. Despite growing enrollment, our efforts and your support cover
these important programs, and relieve the school of more than $10,000 of costs annually.

Today, the PTO’s only insufficient resource is the collective,
time-saving value of more volunteers.

The PTO Board and its handful of dedicated volunteers need more help to continue such
events. What we require is 90% after school/work hours, AND/OR done on your own time.

SHORT TERM IMPACT: 28-Year Tradition and Hallmark Event Canceled

With no interest from parents/guardians to help with the 29th Annual Science Fair, the March
27th event is canceled. We are working on a spring Urban Air night in its place, as in-house
events like the Science Fair are far too much for the PTO Board to handle alone.
