Distinguished Artist Program 
Graduating Seniors will be eligible for the Distinguished Artist Medal 

for the following:

● 3.0 GPA cumulative total GPA while at Renaissance (unweighted)

● A-G completion

● 3 performances or exhibitions within their artistic strand

● 3 Advanced Placement(AP) or Long Beach City College concurrent enrollment classes

● A submitted senior portfolio

Incoming freshmen will be automatically enrolled if they have a 3.0 or higher GPA their 8th grade 

year of middle school. Students will be offered three Long Beach City College dual enrollment 

courses. These courses will set up students for future academic success.



RHSA where Success is an ART!
Renaissance has averaged a 99.3% graduation rate over the last six years.

95.5% of classes at Renaissance High School are A-G

62% of RHSA students (class of 2023) were eligible for entrance into 

4-year California Universities immediately upon graduation.
