Spanish for Heritage Learners 2 07361/07362
Grade Level 9-12  Credit/Semester 0.5 NCAA
Prerequisite Teacher Recommendation

Students will be introduced to the formal study of Spanish and Latin
American literary texts, from medieval times through the present. The
course content reflects the equivalent of a third-year college course.
Students will lear the biographical, historical, and cultural information
related to each particular reading in order to fully conceptualize

the work. Text analysis, thematic analysis, poetry analysis, literary
terminology, and essay development will also be covered in great depth.
Students will also further their knowledge of the Spanish language and
Hispanic cultures and increase oral proficiency. This course will prepare
students to take the College Board Advanced Placement Exam as well as
college entrance examinations.
