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What is Reclassification?

Reclassification is the local process used 
by school districts to determine if a 
student has acquired sufficient English 
proficiency to be reclassified as a fluent 
English speaker.

What is FEP?

▪ Students whose primary language is 
other than English and who have met the 
district criteria for determining proficiency 
in English.

Reclassification Follow-Up

Reclassified students must be monitored for 4 
years for academic progress.

How Can I Help My Student To Reclassify?

▪ Consult your child’s teacher.  Ask about the areas of 
growth for your child and how you can best help? Ask if 
your student is at grade level or meeting standards in all 
areas.

▪ Ensure your child reads daily.  If possible, read with your 
child.

▪ Talk with your child.  Ask them questions about daily 
activities and their ideas.

▪ Visit the ELPAC parent resources for activities related to 
the English proficiency test.

Illicit Fentanyl

Powerful synthetic opioid analgesic
• Street drug made in a laboratory
• Often mixed-in with other street drugs
• Sold as a counterfeit pill or powder
• 50 x stronger than Heroin
• Increased potency = increased risk of addiction

Each dough ball = Fentanyl laced pill



What are you willing to sacrifice to survive?

Fentanyl is Highly Addictive.

Most overdose victims sought 
fentanyl purposefully to get 
high.

Ironically, victims were willing 
to take the risk to “Survive” 
the addiction.

Trends – Drugs being added to the Fentanyl Mixture

Xylazine (Tranq)
• Tranquilizer
• Suppresses respiratory system
• Makes the Fentanyl high last 

longer
• Naloxone ineffective

Protonitazene
• Synthetic Opioid
• 3x stronger than fentanyl
• High doses of Narcan needed

Xanax
Benzodiazepine
Extends the high

Carfentanil
• Opioid analgesic
• Used to tranquilize elephants and Rhinos
• 100x stronger than Fentanyl
• Higher doses of Narcan may be needed 

to reverse overdose effects

No Criminal Charges for Drug Users who call 911

HS 11376.5
• It shall not be a crime to be under the influence
• Or to possess for personal use
• A controlled substance or drug paraphernalia
• If that person, in good faith, 
• Seeks medical assistance for themselves or 

another person experiencing a drug related 
overdose

• And the person does not obstruct medical or law 
enforcement personnel.

How to Protect Your Kids

Have regular talks about the dangers of drug and 
alcohol use.

Discussion should include:
• Dangers of buying drugs online.
• Why drugs and alcohol are addictive and 

dangerous.
• How the young developing brain is more vulnerable 

to addiction than the adult brain.
• How their drug use harms the whole family not just 

the user.



How to Protect Your Kids

Monitor and help your child cope with
 Adverse Childhood Experiences

• Unstable / unsafe home
• High crime area
• Losses / death of friends / family
• Separation / divorces
• Serious illness
• Major changes (moving, attending a new school)
• Sexual, physical or verbal abuse

• Domestic violence
• Media violence
• Bullying, threats from peers
• Seeing someone violently attacked / killed
• Vehicle accident
• Physical injury
• Suicide of friend, neighbor or relative

Reduce the Use – Reduce the Risk of Addiction

• Drug use occurs where denial and inaction exist.
• If you suspect drug use, look for evidence. 
✔ Drug test. 
✔ Search room, backpack, car, and cell phone.

• Addiction starts as a choice that becomes a disease.
• Good people become addicted.
• Don’t assume this problem will go away on its own. It 

progressively gets worse.
• Start with your healthcare provider.
• Consult an addiction specialist.
• Buy Narcan at your local pharmacy if you suspect opioid 

use.

• Report drug sale activity to occrimestoppers.org
