
School Grading is part of state and federal law that mandates 
accountability for all public schools. The Elementary and Secondary 
Education Act (ESEA) enacted in 1965, which was reauthorized in 
2001 as No Child Left Behind (NCLB), requires schools to show annual 
improvement in mathematics and reading. In 2011, New Mexico 
lawmakers enacted additional requirements that schools 
demonstrate progress through a grading system similar to that 
applied to students, issuing an A through F letter grade to each 
school [22-2-1, 22-2-2, and 22-2E-1 to 22-2E-4] [6.19.8.1 NMAC–N, 
12-15-11].
