services with San Diego County schools. Member Merz seconded the motion. Motion
passed 4/0.

e Member Merz made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Member Czerwonka
seconded the motion. Motion passed 4/0.

Comments by Trustees:

e Member Merz thanked the teachers and staff for all the 8" grade events. He also thanked
Mrs. Buck for her valid points and agrees that cutting teacher pay doesn’t fit with the
Districts’ “students first” philosophy.
