Single Sign-on (SSO): Admins Buzz supports SSO,
allowing users to sign into one application and
be automatically logged into Buzz without
needing to re-enter credentials.

Buzz?

Self-assigned tasks: Students create and self-
assign activities that help them explore material,
manage their time, and direct their own learning
path. Self-assigned tasks are integrated into
student calendars to aid scheduling.

Give students time midway through a unit to brainstorm
and schedule tasks that will help them succeed.

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Choice Activity: Teachers provide students with
options within a lesson— “Choose the activity
that interests you most...”

How do | set up Multi-Outcome Scoring
in a course?

User Notes: Teachers and Students create user
notes and attach them to courses, folders, and
activities. After creating notes, they can return
and review and edit them at any time.

These notes are intended for personal use and
only the creator can access them.

Strengthen engagement and personalized learning by
making it easier for students and teachers to record,
track, and revisit notes within the app.

Promote learning by asking students to use hashtags to
create threads through cross-disciplinary content.

Badges: Students earn badges to reward
achievement, reinforce behavior, and verify
competency. They can upload badges to
external badge managers and shape their
collection to reflect their interests and highlight
their strengths beyond a specific course.
