Amended and Restated A&eement of 
Wichita Public Schools, USD 259 and T Early Learning Centers 


This Agreement is made and entered into on tJ.us.l!:L day of~, 2021, by and between 
TOP School-North Charitable Foundation, dba TOP Early Learning Centers, by Barry L. Downing 
as Trustee (the ''Foundation"), and Unified School District No. 259, Sedgwick County, Kansas, a 
school district organized and existing under the laws of the State of Kansas (the "District"). 


Recitals 


The Foundation operates at two separate locations a project known as The Opportunity 
Project (the "Project") that provides a structured environment for pre-kindergarten children. 
District pre-kindergarten children have attended ihe Project at both locations in the past. The 
District desires to continue to have some of its pre-ldndergarten children attend the Project. The 
Foundation and the District have previously entered into an Agreement dated August 23, 2005 (the 
"Original Agreement"), and Addenda Nos. 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 to the Original Agreement. This 
Amended and Restated Agreement (" Agreement") supersedes and replaces the Original 
Agreement and its addenda, setting forth the current tenns and conditions under which District 
pre-kindergarten children will attend the Project. 


The Foundation and the District agree as follows: 


1. Students and Enrollment. 


1.1. Students. Subject to the tenns and conditions set forth in the Agreement, 
the Foundation sha11 provide services as described in the Agreement to 120 pre-kindergarten four­
year-olds who reside within District boundaries. 


1.2. Enrollment. Prior to the start of school, the District shall exercise its 
discretion to provide the f oundalion with a list of eligible students. The Foundation, from the list 
of eligible students, shall exercise its discretion to select, recruit and enroll as many as 120 students 
to attend and participate in the Foundation's pre-kindergarten four-year-olds program. As many as 
sixty (60) students shall be selected to attend at each of the two locations. On each September 20, 
the Foundation shall provide the District with the following information for each District student 
who is present at both of the Foundation locations on September 20: 


• Name 
• Address 
• Telephone number 
• Parent(s)/Guardian(s) name(s) 
• Address of Foundation school where student is enrolled 
• Number of hours enrolled 


This same infonnation shall be provided for District students who were not present on September 
20 who arc enrolled to attend a Foundation Project school. In the event that the total number of 
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students enro11ed to receive services from the Foundation under this section is less than 120, then 
the Foundation may elect to terminate this Agreement as provided herein. 


2. Term. This Agreement shall start on August 1, 2021 and shal1 end on July 3 I, 2023, 
subject to earlier tennination in accordance with the tenns of this Agreement. 


3. Performance and Delivery of Services. 


3.1. Performance Criteria. The Foundation shall be responsible for and 
accountable to the Superintendent of the District (the "Superintendent"), the District and the Board 
of Education of the District (the "Board") for perfonnance of the duties and obligations of the 
Project in accordance with terms and conditions contained in this Agreement, including, but not 
limited to, the following: 


3.1.a. using fiscal control and fund accounting procedures to ensure the proper 
disbursement; compliance with state and federal laws, rules, and regulations, with District policies 
and rules, and with applicable grant requirements as to use of funds the Foundation receives from 
the District on behalf of each child served by the Foundation under this Agreement; 


3.1.b. the submitting of reports as required by the State of Kansas, the District or 
others that assure that the District will be in compliance with federal and state laws, rules, and 
regulations and with grant or program funding requirements that pertain to the Project, and the 
Foundation further agrees to provide such information and afford access to the District and others 
in relation to compliance with federal and state laws, policies, regulations and grant requirements; 


3.1.c. providing a physical setting that is safe and developmentally appropriate 
and meets federal, state and local requirements for providing services to enrollees; 


3.1.d. all staff directly and primarily involved in the Project shall be qualified and 
shall hold appropriate certifications and licenses including, but not limited to, early childhood 
certification required for care or instruction of children under the Kansas Department of Health & 
Envirorunent regulations, under appropriate Kansas State Board of Education regulations, and 
under any other applicable federal or state rules, regulations and laws; 


3.1.e. maintaining the adult/child ratios that, based on CWTent research findings 
and professional recommendations, are considered to be appropriate for providing services to the 
District's children who will participate in the Project; and, 


3.1.f. the District and the Foundation acknowledge that the Foundation's facilities 
are not designated or staffed to meet the needs of all children, and thus, the District shall not assign, 
and the Foundation shall not be obligated to accept, children with needs which the Foundation's 
facilities and operations are not designated or staffed to serve. It is understood, however, that the 
Foundation's right to not accept children to participate in the Project does not include the right to 
exclude children in a way that causes the District to be in violation of the Individuals with 
Disabilities Education Act ("IDEA"), Section 504, the Americans with Disabilities Act ("ADA") 
or any other federal or state laws, rules or regulations. 
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3.2. Obligation to Delivery of Services. The Foundation shall. at the Foundation's sole 
expense and cost, pay for all expenses and costs of managing, operating, providing maintenance 
for the facilities and administering the Project. It is the intent of the parties that the District's only 
expense will be the per student consideration it pays under this Agreement. The payment of such 
costs and expenses by the Foundation shall include, hut not be limited to, the following: 


3.2.n. personnel functions wid saJaries and wages of employees of the Foundation; 


3.2.b. maintenance and operations functions connected to the facilities and 
connected to providing all services to be provided under this Agreement; 


3.2.c. business administration functions related to operating the Project and related 
to the Foundation; 


3.2.d. janitorial services; 


3.2.e. extracurricular activities and projects; 


3.2.f. professional development for administrators and instructional p1..-rsonnel 
including, but not limited to. instruction and training related to qualifying administrators and 
instruction personnel to administer DIAL-4 assessments, work sampling Wld to teach a reading 
curriculum that has been approved by the District for its four-year-olds that shall be used as a 
method of instruction to District students who participate in the Project; and, 


3.2.g. instructional materials. equipment, supplies, etc., used in providing services 
to be provided undL-r this Agreement to District studentc;. 


3.3. Additional Reports. The Foundation shall cooperate with and prepare reports, etc., 
that the District is required to provide lo federal, state, local or other entities pursuant to federal 
and state laws, rules, regulations and policies or grant requirements that are connected to services 
being provided to District children under this Agreement by the Foundation. Subject to all 
applicable legal requirements w1d as approved with written parental consents, the District shall 
exert best efforts to provide to Foundation K-12 educational outcomes data for TOP graduates 
attending schools in the District. 


4. Facilities. 


4.1. Facilities. The Foundation shall operate both of its facilities (the 
"Facilities," each a "Facility") appropriate with terms and conditions contained in this Agreement 
in order that District students who participate hereunder will, from a Facility standpoint, receive 
appropriate services. 


4.2. Regulations. The Facilities shall comply with all policies, procedures, 
rules, regulations and laws of all federal, state and local agencies regarding the construction and 
operation of the Facilities, including, but not limited to (as applicable), ADA, Section 504, building 
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codes. zoning codes, fire codes, State of Kansas Department of Children & Families rules and 
regulations and any other group with authority and/or obligations to inspect and/or regulate private 
preschools in the State of Kansas. 


5. Financial Arrangements. 


5.1. Project Cost. The Foundation, in addition to aH other obligations and duties 
assumed hereunder, shall, at no cost to the District, be responsible for payment of all costs incurred 
by the Foundation as a result of the operation of the Project, including, but not limited to, 
acquisition and construction of the Facility, compensation for all staff, employees, administrators, 
contractors, subcontractors, and/or all other personnel required for the operation of the Project, 
benefits for employees, curriculum materials, textbooks, attomey fees, library books, computers 
and other equipment, software supplies, federal, state and local truces of uny kind that are assessed 
or imposed, utilities (including City of Wichita storm water utility fees), janitorial services, food 
services, repairs to the Facility, maintenance of the Facility, and all other expenses and costs 
incurred by tbe Foundation in connection with the operation of the Project and the providing of 
services required to be provided in this Agreement. 


5.2. Fees. Subject to Section 5.4, the District shall pay the Foundation as follows 
( .. Fees"), subject to adjustment us provided in Section 5.3: 


5.2.a For services rendered for the 2021-22 school year, $4,706 per pre­
kindergarten four-year-old student who receives five hours of instruction per day, not to exceed 
40 students, not to exceed in total $188,240; and $2,353 per pre-kindergarten four-year-old student 
who receives not less than 2.5 hours of instruction per day, not to exceed 80 students, not to exceed 
in total $ J 88,240. 


5.2.b. For services rendered for the 2022-23 school year, $4,846 per pre­
kindergarten four-year-old student who receives five hours of instruction per day, not to exceed 
40 students, not to exceed in total $193,840; and $2,423 per pre-kindergarten four-year-old student 
who receives not less than 2.5 hours ofinstruction per day, not to exceed 80 students, not to exceed 
in total $193,840 


5.3. Adjustments. The per-pupil compensation provided by Section 5.2 and/or 
the maximum nwnber of students who the Foundation serves may be adjusted annually by the 
District, starting with the 2021-2022 budget year, should the Kansas Legislature pass laws 
changing the weighting in the school finance formula that affect the availability of funding sources 
used to pay the Foundation pursuant to this Agreement. The District will use its best efforts to 
notify the Foundation of any adjustment under this Section 5.3 not later than June 1. The 
Foundation acknowledges that meeting the June 1 deadline will not he possible if the State of 
~ansas does not complete the process of setting a school finance budget for an upcoming school 
~rar before June 1. If the District adjusts compensation pursuant to this Section 5.3, the 
Foundation may elect to terminate this Agreement as provided herein by providing notice of its 
decision to terminate to the District within fifteen (15) days after receipt of the District's notice of 
adjustment. Annual adjustments will become effective at the start of each upcoming school year. 
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5.4. Payment. The-District sball pay the Foundation for Services rendered on a 
monthly basis starting in October wid ending in June of each year. Each monthly payment shall 
equal 1/9 of the annual amount due. Each monthly invoice from the Foundation shall contain a list 
of the names of enrolled students, the location of the Foundation Facility where the student is 
enrolled to attend, attendance report for the month for each enrolled student, and the date of 
enrollment if the student started attending a Fo~dation Facility during the month. Each monthly 
invoice shall be for seivices rendered in the previous month, e.g., the October invoice wili be for 
services provided in September. The District shall pay the Foundation not later than 20 days after 
receiving a monthly invoice.

5.5. Reimbursement for Audit Exceptions. The Found~tion shull cooperate 
with the District regarding providing information, records, etc., that relate to.services provided by 
and payments made to the Foundation under this Agreement that the District receives from the 
Kansas State Department of Education or under any grant. Notwithstanding the above, the District 
shall be responsible for audit exceptions that arise from enrollment of students by the District. 


6. Additional Foundation Responsibilities. Instruction shall be provided by the 
Foundation on a five day per week, Monday through Friday basis. In providing services to District 
students, the Foundation services shall be provided for a minimum of 173 days per year, 
commencing within 3 days before or after the date District students start attending District schools. 
At its sole discretion and subject to the Foundation obtaining funds from other sources, the 
Foundation may offer to District students who participate in the Project additional hours or weeks 
of instruction. Upon the mutual agreement of the District and the Foundation, the Project may 
make additional spaces available to District pre-kindergarten students. 


7. Penonnel and Training. 


7 .1 Personnel. TI1e Foundation shall have the responsibility and the authority 
to determine staffing levels and to select, evaluate, assign, discipline and transfer personnel, 
subject to such staffing levels, etc., complying with all federal and state laws, rules, policies and 
regulations and to any grant requirements that apply. The Foundation shall provide training in its 
methods, curriculum project and technology to all personnel as may be needed on a regular and 
continuous basis to assure compliance with requirements in this Agreement, the grant requirements 
that fund the District's costs under this Agreement and with all federal and stale laws, rules, 
policies and regulations. The Foundation shall provide training to its personnel in its method 
curriculum, project and technology to all personnel as may be needed to assure compliance with 
this Agreement, grant requirements, and with federal and slate laws, rules, policies and regulations 
on a regular and continuous basis. 


7.2. Employee Salaries. The Foundation shall puy the salaries, fringe benefits, 
FICA taxes und all withholding taxes for employees of the Foundation, and the Foundation shall 
otherwise be wholly and solely responsible for payment of any and all compensation benefits its 
employees are entitled to receive. 


8. Compliance with Federal Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERP A). The 
Foundation acknowledges that it has been advised that the District is subject to and must comply 
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with the Federal Educational Righfs and.Privacy Act (''FERPA"). The Fountlation acknowledges 
and understands that in the course of providing services to the District under this Agreement 
individual student educational records will be disclosed to the Foundation arld its employees. The 
Foundation agrees that it and its employees will comply with FERP A with regard to such 
educational records. Accordingly, the Foundation agrees that it and its emJ)]oyees will maintain 
strict confidentiality ofinformation contained in student educational records,~and will not disclose 
nny such information to third parties unless specifically authorized by the District or the student's 
parent or legal guardian in writing. 


9. Warranties and Representations. 
~ 


. 9.1. Representations of the District. The District represents that it has the 
authority under state law to deliver and perform this Agreement and to incur the obligations 
provided for under this Agreement. 


9.2 Certification as to Pending Claims. The District certifies as of the date of 
this Agreement that there are no pending (or, to the knowledge of the District, threatened or 
reasonably anticipated) actions, c1aims or suits against or affecting the District which, if adversely 
determined, would have a material adverse effect on the ability of the District lo perform its 
obligations under this Agreement. 


9.3. Representations of the Foundation. The Foundation represents and 
warrants that it has authority to enter into this Agreement and warrants that this Agreement 
constitutes a legal, valid and binding obligation of the Foundation in accordance with its terms and 
conditions. 


9.4. The Organization and Authority of the Foundation. The Foundation 
represents and warranlc; that it has a trust duly organized and existing under the laws of the State 
of Kansas, and is duly authorized and qualified to do business in the state of Kansas with lawful 
power and authority to enter into this Agreement acting by and through its trustees. 


9.5. Maintenance of Existence. The Foundation shall maintain and preserve its 
existence nnd organization as a trust and its authority to do business in the state of Kansas in the 
performance of its obligations and duties under this Agreement. 


10. Insurance and Indemnification. 


10.1. Indemnification. The Foundation agrees to indemnify, protect, defend and 
save the District hannless from and against any and all c1aims, demands, liabilities and costs, 
including attorney fees, arising from damage or injury, actual or claimed, of whatsoever kind or 
nature, to property or persons, occurring or allegedly occurring during the providing of services 
under this Agreement. Upon timely written notice from the Dislrict, the Foundation shall defend 
the District, iL~ officers and employees in any action or proceeding brought thereon; provided, 
however, that nothing contained in this paragraph shall be construed as requiring the Foundation 
to indemnify the District, its officers and employees for any claim resulting from negligence or 
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willful misconduct of the District,. its officers and. e01ployecs. The right of i~dcmnity provided by 
this paragraph shall survive the termination of this Agreement. 


I 0.2. Insurance. The Foundation agrees to maintain liability insurance for bodily 
and personal injury, property damage, and errors, acts and omissions of the Foundation and its 
employees in an amount not less than the maximum liability of a governmental entity for claims 
arising out of a single occurrence, as provided by the Kansas Tort Claims Act (currently $500,000 
per occurrence). This liability insurance coverage shall include coverage for transportation 
provided to students, as well as premises liability coverage. The Foundation further agrees to 
provide a certificate of insurance coverage naming the District as an additional insured on or before 
the effective date of this Agreement. The providing to the District of a certificate of insurance 
evidencing such insurance coverage shall be a condition precedent to the effectiveness of this 
Agreement. 


10.3. Workers' Compensation Insurance. The Foundation shall secure and 
maintain at its own expense workers' compensation insurance that covers the Foundation 
employees and personnel while the employees and personnel are working on the Project. A 
certificate of insurance shnll be provided to the District evidencing such workers' compensation 
insurance. The providing of such certificate of insurance coverage shall be a condition precedent 
to the effectiveness of this Agreement. 


11. Termination. 


1 I .1. Cash Basis Law. The right of the Foundation and the District to enter into 
this Agreement is subject to the provisions of the Cash Basis Law (K.S.A. 10-1112 and 10-1113) 
and the Budget Law (K.S.A. 79-2935) and other laws of the State of Kansas. The Agreement shall 
be construed and interpreted to ensure the Foundation and the District shall at all times be in 
confonnity with such laws. It is a condition of the Agreement that the Foundation and the District 
reserve the right to unilaterally sever, modify, or tcrminule the Agreement at any time if, in the 
opinion of the District's legal counsel, the Agreement may be deemed to violate the terms of such 
laws. As of the Effective Date, the District does not intend to terminate as provided for under this 
Section 11.1. 


11 .2. District Termination. 


11.2.a. In addition to any other tennination rights expressly set forth elsewhere 
herein, the District may terminate this Agreement prior to the end of the term specified in Section 
2 in the event that the Foundation fails to initiate corrective action of a material breach of this 
Agreement within 30 days after written notice from the District is sent to the Foundation that gives 
notice of a material breach, or, if such corrective action is initiated, but the material breach is not 
reasonably and satisfactorily corrected within a total of 60 days from the date written notice was 
first served on the Foundation. Absent extraordinary circumstances, the termination will not 
become eITective until the end of the then-current school year (approximately May 3 I annually). 
In the event of termination of this Agreement by reason of a breach, at the election of the District, 
the Foundation shall provide reasonable assistance to the District in transitioning Fowidation 
students to District schools. The District shall compensate the Foundation in accordance with 
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Section 5 on an FTE per student basis-for students that remain at a Foundation Facility, until May 
31st of the year this Agreement is tenninaled for a material breach or through the last day a student 
attends a Foundation Facility, whichever date comes first. 


l l'.3. Foundation Termination. In addition to any other tenninations expressly 
set forth elsewhere herein, the Foundation mny terminate this Agreement prior to the end of the 
term specified in Section 2 in the event that the District fails to initiate corrective action of a 
material breach of this Agreement within 30 days after written notice from the Foundation is sent 
to the District that gives notice of such material breach and if such corrective action is initiated the 
material breach is not reasonably and satisfactorily corrected within 90 days. Absent extraordinary 
circumstances, the termination will not become effective until the end of the then-current school 
year (approximately May 31 annuaJly). The sole remedy of the Foundation for any breach of this 
Agreement by the District shall be the collection of all sums due or to become due as a result of 
work pcrfonned before termination. 


11 .4. Termination by Either Party. Either party to this Agreement may for elect 
to terminate the Agreement prior to the 2022-2023 school year by providing the other party notice 
of its intention to tenninate no later than April 2, 2022. In such a case, the Agreement will 
terminate on June 1, 2022. 


12. Independent Contractor Status. The parties to this Agreement intend that the 
Fom1dution's relationship with the District created by this Agreement is that of an independent 
contractor, and not as an employee. No officer, official, agent, employee, contractor, subcontractor 
or servant of the Foundation shall be deemed to be an officer, official, agent, employee, contractor, 
subcontractor or servant of the District The District is interested only in the results obtained under 
this Agreement. The manner and means of conducting the work is under the sole discretion and 
control of the Foundation. The Foundation will be solely and entirely responsible for its acts and 
for the acts of the Foundation's agents, officers, employees, servants, officials, contractors and 
subcontractors during the term of this Agreement. 


13. Amendments. This Agreement shall constitute the full and complete agreement 
between the parties hereto and may be altered, amended, changed or modified only by agreement 
in writing executed by the Foundation and approved by the Board and executed by the President 
of the Board. 


14. Invalidity of Provisions of this Agreement. If, for any reasons, any provision 
hereof shall be detennined to be invalid or unenforceable, the validity and effect of the other 
provisions hereof shall not be affected thereby. 


15. Section Headings and Recitals. The section headings and recitals section of this 
Agreement shaJl not be treated as part of this Agreement or affect the meaning of the provisions 
hereof. The reference to section headings shaJl be deemed to refer to the numbers preceding each 
section. 


16. Assignment. This Agreement shall not be assigned by either party without the prior 
written consent of the other party. 
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17. No Waiver. No waiver of any provision of this Agreement shall be deemed or shall 
constitute a waiver of any other provision, nor shall such waiver constitute a continuing waiver 
unless otherwise expressly slated. 


18. Survival. All representations, warranties and indemnities made in this Agreement 
shall survive termination of this Agreement. 


19. N oticcs. Any notice required by this Agreement shall be sent to the District 
addressed as follows:

22. Replacement. This Agreement replaces the prior Agreement entered into on 
September 26, 2016, and the 2020 Addendum to Agreement entered into on Nowmber 11, 2020.

AVID (Advancement Via 
Individual Determination) 


Executive Director of Curriculum Christy O’Toole and AVID Program 
Director Michelle Drumright provided an update on the AVID 
(Advancement Via Individual Determination) program. AVID is a Pre-
K through postsecondary college readiness system designed to 
increase the number of students enrolling and succeed in higher 
education and beyond high school. AVID is in approximately 7,000 
schools impacting more than 2 million students in grades PreK-12 
nationwide. For almost 40 years, AVID has provided educators a 
proven solution for systematically increasing academic rigor and 
creating engaging learning environments, accelerating the 
performance of historically underserved students, and delivering 
results. Despite the societal and socioeconomic challenges many 
AVID students face, they have outperformed national averages in key 
college and career success measures, including graduation rates, 
meeting college entrance requirements and completing college. 


The AVID College Readiness System is distinguished from other 
educational programs by its continuous success rate. AVID 
graduates “stick with it,” applying the learning, study, and academic 
behavioral skills gained through AVID to succeed in rigorous college 
coursework, with 85% persisting in college. Additional outcomes of 
the AVID College Readiness System include: consistent school and 
district-wide expectations; increased and improved communication 
with families; articulated and collaborative alignment across grade 
levels and feeder patterns; common vision and goals concerning 
college and career readiness expectations; increased trust among 
students and staff, and increased access and opportunity for 
students. 


In 2001, Wichita North High School was our first school to implement 
AVID in Kansas.

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P1117  TITLE IX SEXUAL HARASSMENT & COMPLAINT PROCEDURE 
BOARD POLICY: 
SECTION A: TITLE IX SEXUAL HARASSMENT. Wichita Public Schools prohibits sexual 
harassment in accordance with Title IX. Under Title IX, and for purposes of this policy, 
sexual harassment means conduct on the basis of sex, gender identity, and sexual orientation 
that satisfies as least one of the following:  


1. A school employee conditioning an educational benefit or service upon a person’s 
participation in unwelcome sexual conduct (“quid pro quo” harassment); 


2. Unwelcome conduct that a reasonable person would find so severe, pervasive, and 
objectively offensive that it denies a person equal educational access; or 


3. Sexual assault, dating violence, domestic violence, or stalking. 
An employee found to be responsible for sexual harassment will be subject to discipline, up 
to and including termination. A student found to be responsible for sexual harassment will 
be subject to discipline, up to and including suspension and expulsion.    
This policy is intended to ensure compliance with the regulations implementing Title IX of 
the Education Amendments of 1972 (Title IX), including the amendments that became 
effective on August 14, 2020. This policy is distinct from BOE Policies P1115 and P1116, 
although the policies overlap. In the event of conflict between the requirements of this policy 
and P1115 or P1116, this policy shall control complaints of conduct prohibited by Title IX as 
described above. P1115 and P1116 will apply to complaints of conduct prohibited by said 
policies but not described above. 
Administrative Implemental Procedures: 
1. Sexual harassment may include a range of subtle and not-so-subtle behaviors that may involve 


individuals of the same or different gender. Depending on the circumstances and the severity, 
pervasiveness, and objective offensiveness, these behaviors may include, but are not limited 
to, unwanted sexual flirtation, advances or requests for sexual favors; offensive sexual jokes, 
teasing, and innuendo; verbal abuse of a sexual nature; commentary about an individual’s 
body, sexual prowess, or sexual deficiencies; leering, catcalls, or touching; insulting or obscene 
comments or gestures; display or circulation in the workplace of sexually suggestive objects 
or pictures (including through e-mail, social media, or text messages); and other offensive 
physical, verbal, or visual conduct of a sexual nature.    


2. Complaints of sexual harassment based on conduct prohibited by Title IX will be addressed in 
accordance with the District’s Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedure, as set forth 
in Section B of this policy and elsewhere. Complaints of conduct not meeting the definition of 
Title IX sexual harassment may nonetheless result in discipline as prohibited conduct under 
other District policies or procedures, including P1115 and P1116.   


3. Wichita Public Schools prohibits retaliation, reprisals, intimidation, adverse action or the threat 
of adverse action, or coercion against any individual who in good faith complains about or 
reports sexual harassment, assists someone with a complaint of sexual harassment, attempts to 
intervene to prevent prohibited behavior, or participates in the District’s reporting process.  The 
initiation of a good faith complaint of sexual harassment will not cause any adverse reflection 
on the complainant.   
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4. For purposes of this policy, “good faith” does not mean that an individual’s suspicions must 
be proven correct; it means that the reporter believes the information provided is true, and the 
reporter has provided all known, truthful information available. The making of intentionally 
false complaints, or intentionally providing false information regarding a complaint, are 
prohibited and may result in discipline. 


5. Employees must report all instances of sexual harassment by following the procedure outlined 
in the Title IX Sexual Harassment Complaint Procedure. 


6. The Superintendent or designee is responsible for appointing a Title IX Coordinator for Adults 
and Students, whose duties will include those described in this BOE Policy 1117 and 
elsewhere. 


SECTION B: TITLE IX SEXUAL HARASSMENT COMPLAINT PROCEDURE 
Wichita Public Schools encourages the prompt reporting of all claims of sexual harassment.  
Timely reporting facilitates the investigation and resolution of such claims. All such 
allegations, including complaints of alleged Title IX sexual harassment, reported by students, 
parents/guardians, current or prospective employees, and other members of the school 
community will be promptly investigated in an impartial manner and as confidentially as 
reasonably possible, so that corrective action can be taken if necessary and supportive 
measures provided if requested and appropriate. 
Administrative Implemental Procedures: 
The complaint procedure for Title IX sexual harassment shall be as follows: 
1. Any person who believes they have experienced or witnessed sexual harassment in violation 


of Title IX and Section A of this policy should report it to the Title IX Coordinator, a school 
counselor, principal, or other administrator Complaints may be submitted in person, by mail, 
by telephone, or by e-mail, using the contact information listed for the Title IX Coordinator, 
or by any other means that results in the Title IX Coordinator receiving the person’s verbal or 
written report. 


2. Wichita Public Schools will investigate any formal complaint of sexual harassment. A form 
for the submission of a formal complaint can be found on the District’s website and will also 
be provided to complainants. As it pertains to students, in appropriate circumstances, due to 
the age of the student making the complaint, a parent/guardian or school administrator may be 
permitted to fill out the form on the student’s behalf.   


3. If the alleged victim of sexual harassment does not submit a formal complaint, the Title IX 
Coordinator may submit a formal complaint to initiate an investigation. 


4. If a formal complaint is submitted to a school counselor, principal, or other administrator, that 


person will notify the Title IX Coordinator for Adults and Students, who will make an initial 
determination as to whether the complaint describes behavior which would constitute sexual 
harassment as described in Title IX and Section A of this policy. Complaints that do not meet 
this definition shall not be subject to these procedures and shall be processed separately, and 
subject to possible discipline if the conduct violates other District Policies.    


5. Except for complaints of employee-on-student sexual harassment, and with the voluntary, 
written consent of both the alleged victim of sexual harassment (the “complainant”) and the 
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alleged perpetrator of sexual harassment (the “respondent”), complaints of conduct in violation 
of Title IX and Section A of this policy may be resolved through informal resolution, such as 
mediation or restorative justice. Informal resolution may be used at any time prior to a final 
determination of responsibility. In working to resolve the matter, the Title IX Coordinator 
ordinarily will interview the complainant and, as appropriate, others who may have knowledge 
of the facts underlying the complaint. At any point, including while the informal process is 
ongoing or afterwards, the complainant may elect to end the informal process in favor of filing 
a formal complaint. 


6. For a complaint alleging conduct in violation of Title IX and Section A of this policy, the 
parties shall then be given a copy of these grievance procedures and written notice will be 
provided to the respondent(s). It is the responsibility of the Title IX Coordinator or designee 
to explain these procedures and answer any questions anyone has. In addition, if the 
complainant is a minor child, the Title IX Coordinator or designee should consider whether a 
child abuse report should be completed. 


7. Title IX sexual harassment complainants, wWith or without a formal complaint, supportive 
measures will be offered supportive measures that are designed to preserve or restore a 
student's access to the school's education program or activity, protect student and employee 
safety, and deter sexual harassment. The Title IX Coordinator for Adults and Students shall 
provide information regarding such supportive measures as may be available.  


8. After it is determined that a formal complaint alleges conduct that meets the definition of 
sexual harassment as defined in this policy, an investigation will promptly be conducted by the 
Title IX Coordinator or a designee appointed by the Chief Human Resources Officer by an 
appointed investigator, maintaining confidentiality insofar as reasonably possible while 
conducting an effective investigation. The investigator may conduct in-person meetings or 
interviews during the investigative process.  The proceedings are confidential and should not 
be discussed outside of the investigative process.  Records directly related to District students 
are further subject to the requirements of the Family and Educational Rights and Privacy Act 
(FERPA). 


9. All parties will receive the same opportunity to have others present during the complaint 
proceeding, including having an advisor at any meeting or interview.     


10. A presumption that the respondent is not responsible for the alleged conduct will be maintained 
until a determination regarding responsibility is made at the conclusion of the complaint 
process.  


11. A preliminary investigative report and Aall evidence directly related to the allegations will 
be provided to the parties by the investigator. The parties will be provided at least ten days 
within which to inspect, review, and respond to this evidence prior to the investigator’s 
completion of the investigative report. 


12. In determining whether the respondent is responsible, a preponderance of the evidence 
standard (i.e., it is more likely than not that sexual harassment occurred) will be applied. 


13. After the completion of the investigation, a written investigative report that summarizes the 
evidence will be sent to the parties and to the decision-maker appointed to make a 
determination as to whether the respondent is responsible for conduct which constitutes 
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sexual harassment under Title IX. The parties will then have ten days to review and respond 
to this report in writing.   


14. After an investigative report is sent to all parties, and before reaching a determination regarding 
responsibility, each party will be given the opportunity to submit relevant, written questions 
that a party desires to be asked of any party or witness. Each party will be provided with the 
answers to these questions, and allowed to submit additional, limited follow-up questions.  
(Inappropriate questioning about prior sexual history and/or a party’s medical, psychological 
or other treatment records will not be permitted.) 


15. At the conclusion of the complaint process, a written determination regarding responsibility 
will be issued to the parties. Responsibility will be determined by a decision-maker who is 
someone other than the investigator, to be appointed by the Superintendent or designee. The 
written determination of responsibility will include findings of fact, conclusions about whether 
the alleged conduct occurred, rationale for the result as to each allegation, any discipline 
imposed on the respondent, and whether supportive measures will be provided to the 
complainant. This written determination will be sent simultaneously to the parties, along with 
information about how to file an appeal.   


16. A copy of the completed investigative report and written determination of responsibility shall 
be sent to the Title IX Coordinator.   


17. The District will make reasonable efforts to complete the complaint process within sixty days 
of the filing of the formal complaint, however, this time frame may be extended based on the 
circumstances.  


18. An employee found to be responsible for sexual harassment as defined in Section A will be 
subject to discipline, up to and including termination. A student found to be responsible for 
sexual harassment as defined in Section A will be subject to discipline, up to and including 
suspension or expulsion.    


19. Conduct that does not meet the definition of Title IX sexual harassment may nevertheless be 
subject to discipline as prohibited misconduct in violation of other District policies.   


20. Any party may appeal a determination of responsibility or a dismissal of a complaint on the 
bases of procedural irregularities that affected the outcome, previously unavailable evidence 
that could affect the outcome, or conflict of interest or bias by the Title IX Coordinator, 
investigator, or decision-maker. Appeals will be decided by an Appeal Adjudicator 
appointed by the Superintendent or designee. The Appeal Adjudicator may not be the same 
individual who ruled on the complaint in the first instance. Appeals should be submitted in 
writing to the Appeal Adjudicator within ten days of the determination of responsibility. 


21. Upon receipt of an appeal, the Appeal Adjudicator shall forward the appeal to the other party.    
The non-appealing party will have five (5) calendar days to submit a written statement in 
support of or against the appeal to the Appeal Adjudicator. 


22. Supportive measures will continue to remain in place during the appeal process. However, no 
Corrective or Preventative Measures will be implemented prior to the appeal process ending. 


23. The Appeal Adjudicator will issue a written decision regarding the appeal and the rationale for 
appeal decision within ten (10) business days from the end of the five (5) calendar day period 
for the non-appealing party’s statement deadline. This decision will be provided to both parties 
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simultaneously and will be a final determination regarding the Title IX Respondent’s 
responsibility and cannot be further appealed.

BOARD POLICY: 


A formative assessment program designed to measure student learning progress at regular 
intervals throughout the school year will be implemented as part of the district’s 
comprehensive assessment plan. The district plan will be reviewed and revised periodically 
to reflect changing legislation as well as district needs based on student achievement data.  


Definition: 


Formative assessment is an ongoing diagnostic process based on state standards and indicators 
designed to provide information to guide instruction that targets improved student performance. It 
is generally narrow in scope and focused on knowledge and skills that will be taught or were 
recently taught to students so that teachers can make decisions about future class and individual 
instruction and to provide students with feedback about their learning. Formative assessment can 
be divided into the following categories: 


 District Common Assessments are centrally developed or identified formative tools for 
selected curriculum units for designated grade levels/courses. These assessments are 
administered and scored at sites and used to inform teachers and teacher teams about 
student progress and to guide future instruction (e.g. monthly, quarterly, end of module, 
end of semester/course). 


 Building Common Assessments are teacher-team or building-identified formative tools 
used periodically to assess student progress and to guide future instruction. 


 Classroom Assessments are teacher-designated formative tools used continuously in 
classroom instruction, intervention, and enrichment, based on student need. 


Administrative Implemental Procedures: 


1. Learning Services staff will provide training to develop assessment literacy among 
professional staff, students, parents, and community members.  


2. Learning Services will develop or identify and distribute district common assessments for 
selected curriculum topics/units for designated grade levels/courses. 


3. No formative assessment is to contain any identical or secure state assessment items. 


4. Students will be informed from the beginning of the teaching and learning process about the 
standards and indicators to be assessed. 


5. Students will be provided timely, focused feedback regarding their progress. 


6. Building staffs will analyze formative assessment results and provide evidence that staff 
members are collaboratively planning for changes in structure, training and development, or 
instructional program delivery to improve student achievement and in response to individual 
student need. 
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7. District administration will work collaboratively with building staffs to identify and implement 
the resources and support services necessary to improve student performance.

1. Evaluation studies on regular and special instructional programs are conducted as deemed 


necessary. Examples of special programs are: 
a. Programs for exceptional students 
b. Programs for educationally disadvantaged students 
c. Pilot, experimental, and/or innovative programs  
d. Programs funded by grant monies and/or outside agencies 


2. Executive Director, Assessments Assessment and Research Department: 
a. Assist in formulating goals and objectives and developing measurement strategies for 


evaluation of instructional programs. 
b. Provide formative and/or summative evaluation data and formal reports for district 


personnel and constituency. 
c. Assist district personnel in interpreting evaluation data and formulating action plans. 
d. Assist district personnel who are interested in conducting special evaluation studies of 


instructional programs.
