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2. East High School – HVAC and Lighting Upgrade Contract Change Order         Appendix 6

Purpose: On February 7, 2022, The Board approved a contract with Don Vaughn, Inc. for 
HVAC and Lighting Upgrades at East High School. During construction, an unforeseen 
site condition was discovered when the ceiling was removed to evaluate the location of 
roof penetrations for the new rooftop mounted Dedicated Outside Air HVAC equipment. 
Upon comprehensive review of the existing roof construction by our structural and 
mechanical engineering team, it was determined that additional structural supports are 
necessary to properly accommodate the weight of this new equipment.    


 


Recommendation: It is recommended that The Board approve a construction contract 
change order with Don Vaughn, Inc. in the amount of $85,726 for the HVAC and Lighting 
Upgrades at East High School.  The approval of this change order would bring the 
revised not to exceed total on this project to $928,726.

1. Adult ESOL Students (Renewal)

Purpose: Orion, under an agreement with the Wichita Public Schools, will provide 
educational services for adult ESOL students to complete their high school diploma 
during the 2022-23 and 2023-24 school years. The contract runs from July 1, 2022 to 
June 30, 2024 at a cost of $900,000 per school year ($1,800,000 in total) during the 
terms of the contract. 


Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board authorize the district to enter into an 
agreement with Orion, during the 2022-23 and 2023-24 school years, for a diploma 
completion program for adult ESOL students who are completing their high school 
diplomas. For these services, Orion will be compensated $900,000 per school year 
($1,800,000 in total).  


 
2. Canvas by Instructure

Purpose: Canvas by Instructure is a learning management system providing equitable 
access and instructional continuity. Currently the district does not utilize an adequate 
learning management system. Canvas provides centralized curriculum and instruction in 
one place and allows for accessibility, personalized learning, and instant content delivery.  


Recommendation: It is recommended the Board of Education approve an agreement with 
Instructure not to exceed $147,000 to include implementation, annual licensing, and 
support. 
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3. Certifying Special Education Teachers                        Appendix 7

Purpose: To meet the growing demand for highly qualified Special Education teachers, in 
1999 a committee comprised of Special Education and Human Resources staff 
developed a plan of financial support for certifying Special Education teachers. The plan 
will continue to provide financial support for up to 70 individuals with general education 
certification who wish to pursue a Special Education endorsement and/or licensure. The 
funds will be allocated to teachers employed by the district in the most difficult to fill 
positions as determined annually by the forgivable loan committee.   


The estimated cost impact from Special Education funds for 2022-23 is not to exceed 
$250,000. 


Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board authorize the district to continue to 
pay for 2022-23 school year tuition and book expenses for up to 70 teacher/staff 
members to become certified in Special Education. Costs are not to exceed $250,000 
and will be funded by the Special Education budget. 


 


4. Classlink

Purpose: Classlink is a cloud-based, single sign-on, and rostering solution. The program 
makes applications accessible with one password and creates incredible efficiency for 
class rostering.  


As a cloud-based solution this moves identities and data off premises-based systems, 
improving the district’s cybersecurity posture. As an additional consideration for 
cybersecurity, Classlink allows us to move to multi-factor authentication for students 
which has a positive effect on our security posture while allowing teachers to “login as a 
student” to model software solutions to students. The rostering capabilities will allow us to 
be more agile and efficient with non-classroom roles that need to be rostered into our 
software solutions.  


Recommendation: It is recommended the Board approve an agreement with Classlink not 
to exceed $142,000 implementation and annual licensing.  
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5. East High School: Science Wing Project – Total Guaranteed Maximum Price

Purpose: The purpose of this presentation is to inform The Board of the Guaranteed 
Maximum Price (GMP) provided by McCown-Gordon Construction, LLC for the East High 
School Science Wing project, and discuss next steps. The process and approvals made 
to-date for this project are outlined below.  


The 2022-23 Capital Outlay Budget includes monies for construction projects at various 
district sites. On December 13, 2021, the Board of Education approved Resolution 2021-
22 East High School Science Wing: Construction Manager At-Risk Delivery Method. 
Subsequently, on February 7, 2022, the Board approved entering into a contract with 
McCown-Gordon Construction, LLC to provide Construction Manager At-Risk services for 
the East High School Science Wing project to address structural repairs and associated 
construction work to facilitate those repairs. On June 13, 2022, the Board approved an 
Early Bid Package for roofing and select HVAC equipment in order to mitigate supply 
chain issues and schedule delays in the amount of $989,287. Design documents have 
now been completed by Schaefer, Johnson, Cox, Frey Architecture, and a final GMP 
provided by McCown-Gordon to complete the entirety of scope. 


Recommendation: It is recommended that The Board approve entering into an 
agreement with McCown-Gordon in the amount of $11,186,513 for Guaranteed Maximum 
Price #2. This will bring the amount contracted with McCown-Gordon for construction on 
the East High School Science Wing project to a total and final Guaranteed Maximum 
Price of $12,175,800.   


 


6. Orion: Juvenile Detention Facility Services (Renewal)

Purpose: To comply with the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act and with the state 
guidelines for mandated services (K.S.A. 72-3403), USD 259 proposes to enter into a 
contractual agreement with Rainbows United, Inc., to serve community-based students 
and provide special education services under an Individualized Education Program or 
Individualized Family Services Plan. By this contract, Rainbows United, Inc. agrees to 
provide community-based instruction and training for students ages 3-5, selected by the 
district, at the cost of $200,000. 


Recommendation: It is recommended the Board authorize the district to enter into an 
agreement with Rainbows United, Inc., during the 2022-23 school year to provide special 
education services for community-based children ages 3-5, selected by the district, at the 
cost of $200,000 to be funded by Special Education. 
 


8. Road Trip Nation Young Adult Workforce Development Hub Portal

Purpose: To excite and engage our students in careers in the Greater Wichita Area, 
Road Trip Nation is creating an online hub aimed at 16–24-year-olds in the area.  This 
site will engage and excite students about career opportunities in the region and will 
feature local success stories who tell their career journey.  This invoice will be paid to the 
South Central Workforce Development Center in coordination with multiple business and 
educational institutions in the Greater Wichita area. 


Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board authorize the contract services of 
Road Trip Nation for the creation of the Workforce Development Hub not to exceed the 
cost of $50,000.

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5. Freedom of Information Officer Appointment (Annual)

a) Prepare and provide to district staff educational material and information concerning the 


Open Records Act; 
b) Assist district employees and members of the general public to resolve disputes related 


to the Open Records Act; 
c) Respond either directly or through an employee/custodian to inquiries related to the 


Open Records Act; and 
d) Establish requirements for a brochure required to be displayed or distributed, or 


otherwise made available to the public under the Open Records Act.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board authorize the purchase of the 
professional learning sessions with the Instructional Coaching Group in an amount not to

7. Lightning Damage Repairs – East High School

Purpose: On May 9-10, 2022, an Evergy substation by East High was struck by lightning 
leading to a high voltage surge passing through several compressors within three 
buildings on the campus. Five compressors must be repaired or replaced. SGA, Inc. was 
hired to appraise the damages and it is advised the district has approximately $82,000 in 
visible damages. It is also advised that unseen damages are probable and an additional 
$18,000 in contingency funds are necessary for the project reserves. 


Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board approve a not-to-exceed numbers of 
$100,000 for Daikin-TMI, LLC & Trane to perform repairs and replacements of the five 
compressors at East High School.

A. Second Review: Updating Board of Education Boundaries           Appendix 14

Purpose: The Board of Education is revising the Board member districts to reflect changes in 
population based on the 2020 U.S. Census. The Board revises its districts every ten years in 
accordance with Kansas statutory requirements. 


On May 2, 2022, the Board requested staff to prepare boundary maps. These maps were 
generated by Sedgwick County Geographic Information Services (GIS).  


The Board had a first review of these maps at the July 11, 2022, special meeting. At this 
meeting, staff presented five maps with a recommendation to consider Plan 3 and Plan 5. A 
preference for Plan 3 was advised by staff and generally agreed to by the Board. Both maps 
place a high school in each district by moving Heights High and Northeast Magnet from 
District 6 to District 1, while East High is moved from District 1 to District 3. By consensus, the 
Board agreed to share all five plans with the community for input and comments. The five 
plans were posted on the district’s Web site on July 12 and interested patrons have been 
given the opportunity to register their comments by completing a survey and/or making public 
comments at tonight’s Board meeting. 


K.S.A. § 72-6769 provides it is necessary for the Board to adopt a resolution and publish the 
resolution when the Board changes its member district boundaries. This statute provides that 
the adoption of such a resolution should occur at a meeting of the Board anytime except 
during the 90-day period preceding a regular school board election. This statute goes on to 
provide that such a resolution shall be published one time in a newspaper having general 
circulation in the district, and the publication shall be made within two weeks after adoption of 
such resolution. This statute also provides that no action can be brought in any court to 
contest the location of the boundaries of any member district except within 60 days 
immediately following the publication of the resolution.

Salaries


Due to the teacher contract payments running September thru August with three payments made in June, the percent of budget remaining will always be 
higher than the actual remaining fiscal year.  District staff were paid bonuses totaling 6.5%.  The District applied for use of ESSER funds to pay for 
bonuses as well as to maintain staffing levels to reimburse for expenditures.  Remaining salary budget reflects both unfilled positions and expenses moved 
to ESSER funds. The remaining offset is reflected in Transfers to other funds.


Benefits Generally, benefit account lines should be in line with the salary accounts.  Budget balance reflects unfilled positions and expenditures moved to ESSER 
funds.  The offset is reflected in Transfers to other funds.


Purchased Services


Many of the expenditures and encumbrances are for annual commitments, primarily work comp and property insurance renewal, audit fees, and teacher 
recruiting fees. Consequently, there is a high percentage of usage in the first months of the fiscal year.  Remaining budget balance reflects less than 
normal activity as the District's focus has been on recovering from pandemic-related learning loss with several initiatives involving purchased services 
running through ESSER funds. Unused funds were used to cover overages in Supplies and Materials.


Utilities


These account lines include telecommunication accounts as well as the typical utility payments. Credits reflect revenue from building rentals.  The June 
utility payments will be made in July.  Expected higher utility rates were offset somewhat with a milder winter in terms of temperatures overall and energy 
improvements made to date. Additionally, energy cost settlements coming from Storm Uri in February 2021 did not occur before fiscal year end as 
expected.  Unused funds were used to cover overages in Supplies and Materials and Transfers to other funds.


Transportation Services First Students billings have been processed and an encumbrance has been recorded for any remaining billings. Regular billings as the 2022-23 school 
begins will run 12-14 weeks behind.  Small remaining budget balance offset is reflected in Transfers to other funds.


Supplies and Materials With funds being available in other budget lines, the District was able to purchase additional supplies and materials for summer work and to prep for the 
fall.  


Equipment and Property The budget amounts in most of these accounts are in building budgets.  Equipment purchases are generally grouped at the beginning of the year and end 
of the year. Remaining balances were used to fund overages in Supplies and Materials.


Miscellaneous These account lines are for items that cannot be categorized in other object codes.  The budget is very small in these accounts. Remaining budget 
balance offset to Transfers.


Interfund Transfers The budgeted transfers include the flow through state aid for weighted funds under the school finance formula.  Final transfers were made in June to 
allowable funds, including Special Education, Bilingual, Pre-K, CTE, Professional Development, Capital Outlay and Textbook funds.


General and 
Supplemental General 
Funds


The negative beginning cash balance is due to the delayed payment of FY 2022 General Fund state aid.  The state aid was paid by the middle of July. 


Capital Outlay Fund
Expenditures and encumbrances are for construction and maintenance projects.  Construction projects are encumbered from last year and are ongoing 
now. More Capital Outlay was budgeted in 21-22 to address needs related to COVID-19. Increased technology needs are also supported out of Capital 
Outlay. Year-end transfers were made to Capital Outlay for ongoing and future needs.


Weighted Funds - Special

Funds


The cash balance in these funds is primarily in the Special Education fund. Special Education state aid is not paid until mid-October, so cash is needed in 
this fund to support beginning of the year payroll.  Other funds will begin with cash balances to help support the FY23 budget.


Bond and Interest Fund There are no bond and interest payments in July and August. The cash balance carries over each year to make payments during the next fiscal year. 
Cash balances are adequate for fall bond payments.

Revenue in these funds is from student fees and General Fund transfers.  The expenditures in these funds are for new curriculum, replacement textbooks, 
and curriculum consumables.

Dev., Nutrition Serv., 
Parents as Teachers, 
Summer School, Grants, 
Spec. Liability, KPERS


Most of these funds are self-supporting.  The majority of the cash balance is in Nutrition Services ($12.7 million), Grants ($5.4 million) and Latchkey ($3.5 
million).  Nutrition Services has $5.4 million encumbered for ongoing food costs.  Supply chain issues have continued to be a challenge for NS. The Grant 
account reflects the Mental Health Initiative program grant. Latchkey programs received over $2 million in federal grant funding which was used for 
program expenses resulting in a higher than normal cash balance.  That balance will be spent on additional program equipment and supply needs.


Federal Fund


Federal guidelines dictate that the District cannot claim revenue (reimbursement) until the money has been spent.  Consequently, the cash balance in the 
Federal Fund will usually be very low or negative until the reimbursement is received after the first of the month.  FY22 Federal Funds reflects usage of 
Federal Covid relief (ESSER) funds but not yet reimbursed by KSDE. Due to the size of these federal awards, the negative balance is significantly higher 
than normal.  ESSER awards also have to be vetted through KSDE before reimbursed, leading to delays in reimbursement compared to other Federal 
funds. In May, the District filed an updated ESSER II application to support bonuses and other salary expenses paid in response to COVID.  Once 
approved, the District can pull down those funds for reimbursement.


Self Insurance Reserve 
Fund


This is the District's property, workers compensation, disability and health insurance reserve fund and is used to pay claims during the year.  The majority 
of the expenditures are from health claims. A year-end transfer was made to address an actuarial short-fall in work comp reserves and create a small 
property/casualty reserve for wind/hail claims.


Contingency Reserve 
Fund


The District maintains Contingency Reserve to support emergency or unforeseen District needs.  This balance represents about 10 days of normal 
operating costs and only 4% of our operating budget.

Topic: Financial Resolutions for 2022-23 Fiscal Year 


Background Information: Annually, the Board of Education adopts the following resolutions: 


Resolution - Designation of Depositories and Authorization of Facsimile Signatures  
A copy of the annual resolution designating depository banks and savings and loan associations 
and authorizing facsimile signatures is provided for Board action. Effective this fiscal year to reflect 
changes in K.S.A. 72-1133(a), the signature portion of this resolution shall be updated on or after 
the second Monday in January of each year, or at a later meeting during that calendar year if so 
determined by the Board at the first meeting, and remains in effect for a term of one year or until a 
successor is elected and qualified as President of the Board.   


Resolution - Municipal Investment Pool 
In 1992, the Kansas Legislature adopted a bill authorizing investments of excess funds in a state-
operated Municipal Investment Pool. Currently The Pooled Money Investment Board (PMIB) is the 
state entity responsible for managing the pool. In order to participate, a resolution must be adopted 
which authorizes establishing an account in the name of the district and authorizes specific officers 
or employees to take actions necessary and appropriate for the investment of local funds. A 
resolution is provided for Board action. 
Resolution – Activity Funds 
As a part of the annual audit of Activity Funds, the auditors require confirmation from the financial 
institutions in Wichita of all cash balances, investments, and savings for each of the district's activity 
funds. Financial institutions require letters of confirmation signed by an authorized representative, 
usually the person named on the activity fund; however because it is not feasible for each building 
principal to sign these confirmation letters a resolution is presented authorizing the Chief Financial 
Officer or Controller to sign for audit purposes only. Bank resolutions for all activity funds are also 
signed by the Chief Financial Officer or Controller and included in this resolution. A resolution is 
provided for Board action. 
Resolution - Approval of Credit Cards 
Historically, the district has issued credit cards for the purpose of guaranteeing purchases. The 
financial institutions providing these credit cards require a resolution approved by the Board, listing 
the names of officers who authorize the issuance of the credit cards. A resolution is presented 
authorizing the issuance of credit cards for the purpose of guaranteeing purchases for the district 
effective July 1, 2022 through June 30, 2023. 


Resolution – Commerce Bank Credit Card Accounts 
As the contracted provider of procurement cards for USD 259, Commerce Bank requires a bank 
specific resolution listing the names of officers empowered to authorize the issuance of procurement 
card accounts. A resolution is presented authorizing signatures for the 2022-23 fiscal year. 


Resolution – Authorization to Transfer 
A resolution authorizing transfers by officers during the 2022-23 fiscal year is provided for Board 
action. 


Resolution – Certification of Authorization to Transfer 
A resolution authorizing the Clerk of the Board or an assistant clerk to certify the Authorization to 
Transfer resolution during the 2022-23 fiscal year is provided for Board action.

Topic: Certifying Special Education Teachers 2022-23 (Annual) 


Background Information: To meet the demands for certified special education teachers, in 1999 a 
committee comprised of special education and human resources staff developed a plan of 
financial support for assisting teachers obtaining a special education endorsement. The support 
targets up to 70 individuals with a general education license annually who wish to pursue special 
education endorsement and/or licensure. 


Upon completion of the program, participants have committed to repaying the debt by teaching 
students with special education needs in the Wichita Public Schools for a duration equivalent to 
the number of semesters financial assistance was received. Those who do not fulfill this 
employment obligation are required to reimburse the district for the portion of the funding 
provided that was not repaid through the employment agreement.     


Local, state, and national data indicate that finding highly qualified special education teachers 
continues to be a top priority and this Forgivable Loan program has been a successful incentive 
in hiring viable candidates for difficult-to-fill special education vacancies. Since the inception of 
the program, 85% of participating teachers have successfully completed their coursework and 
have met or are meeting their service/financial obligations to the district. 


The estimated cost impact from Special Education funds for 2022-23 is not to exceed $250,000. 


Actual Expended 2021-22: $130,000

BOARD POLICY:  


The school district may choose to participate in funding public improvements [s at end of 


improvements is stricken] projects, which enhance the safety, [comma is stricken] and/or 


functional use of district-owned or adjacent publicly-owned property. Participation in 


funding such improvements shall be subject to the availability of funds, and limitations 


established by administrative implemental procedures.  


Administrative Implemental Procedures:  


1. Public improvement projects, which affect district-owned or adjacent publicly-owned 


property, may be proposed by public agencies, citizens of the community through a formal 


petition process, or by school district administration. It shall be the responsibility of the 


Division Director of Facilities to conduct a preliminary review of all such projects and 


coordinate further action required of the district.  


2.   Where safety concerns form the basis for the proposed public improvement, the Division  


Director of Facilities shall submit the proposal, along with supporting information, to the 


district Safety Committee. The Safety Committee shall determine if sufficient safety concerns 


exist to warrant further consideration for participation, by the district, in the funding of the 


proposed improvement.  


2. When public improvement projects are requested by the administration to improve the 


functional use of district-owned property, such requests shall be subject to review by both the 


Division Director of Facilities and appropriate associate superintendent. Where it is determined 


the project would improve the use of the property and benefit the district, the Division 


Director of Facilities will work through the appropriate agency agencies to determine the best 


course of action; establish scope, budget and funding responsibilities; develop design 


documents; and execute the work. to initiate a formal petition drive in an attempt to secure 


approval by the majority of affected landowners.  


3. If the public improvement work will impact residential and/or commercial landowners 


in the area, the Division Director of Facilities will initiate a formal petition drive in an 


attempt to secure approval by the majority of affected landowners prior to proceeding 


with the work. 


4. When a public improvement project, which affects district-owned property, is proposed by a 


public agency, the Division Director of Facilities shall be responsible for preparing a formal 


response to the applicable agency. This If a formal response becomes necessary on a 


proposed or planned public improvement work, the Division Director of Facilities shall 


respond via may be a written communication, or may be presented in a or public hearing. 


pertaining to the project.  


5. If the Board of Education is asked to sign a citizen petition in support of a public improvement 


project affecting district-owned or publicly-owned property, the Division Director of 


Facilities shall be responsible for the following:  


a. The benefit to the district in terms of safety or improved functional use of the property shall 


be determined.  
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b. The position of the majority of the landowners affected by the petition shall be determined.  


c. If the project will benefit the district, and is supported by a majority of the landowners, 


then it will be recommended the Board of Education approve signing the petition, subject 


to the availability of funding.  


d. If the project will benefit the district, but does not have support of the majority of affected 


landowners, then the extent to which the project will benefit the district will determine the 


ultimate recommendation to the Board of Education.  


 e.  If it is determined the project will not benefit the district, and then the recommendation to  


support the project will be made only if all other affected landowners support the project.  


f.    If, [adding comma] for any reason, [adding comma] it is determined the proposed project 


will be detrimental to the use of district-owned property, then the project shall be opposed 


through written communication with the governing agency, [comma is stricken] and by 


appearance at applicable public hearings.
