Monitoring the Behavior and Physical Condition of Participants and Approved Guests

If it is determined that a student and/or guest is in possession or under the influence of a controlled substance, he/she will be confined to a special
location and parent(s)/care providers will be called to remove the student from the premises. Further disciplinary action may result including a referral to
law enforcement. Any inappropriate behavior/conduct during the dance will result in the student(s) being removed from the dance and no refund will be
made. Students and parents accept that school sponsored activities fail under the jurisdiction of Mount Diablo Unified School District's authority.
Students of Mt. Diablo High School and/or guests must follow all school policies governing proper behavior.

When a student signs below, he or she is agreeing to attend the Junior/Senior Ball drug and alcohol free. There may be random testing with a
breathalyzer. By signing, you consent to the use of the breathalyzer. Anyone who refuses to take the test will not be allowed to participate and
parent/quardian will be notified. A parent/guardian signature is still required for students 18 years of age or older. Students must have this form
completed in order to purchase ticket(s). Outside guests must be in 10" grade or above and sponsored by MDHS student with parental consent on a
completed Outside Guest permission slip. Age limit for outside guests is 20 and they must have a valid picture ID in order to attend event.

Outside Guests must be sponsored by a MDHS student and have an Outside Guest
Permission slip completed in order to purchase a ticket. Cash, credit/debit only. No Personal Checks. The web store is open for the
duration of ticket sales for MDHS students only except during Spring Break. Permission slips are required and must be submitted to
Treasurer at time of purchase or within 48 hours of purchasing online. Permission slips can be downloaded from the school website
(mdhs.mdusd.org). NO REFUNDS. NO EXCEPTIONS.

All attendees must be in qood standing and maintain eligibility with: Minimum total GPA of 2.0, good attendance (below SARB level 4), no excessive
tardies or unexcused absences, suspensions or serious disciplinary issues 30 days prior to event. Student bills must be paid and/or cleared with school
treasurer before purchasing a ticket. Permission slips are required and available at the Treasurer's window and school website. Tickets are purchased at
the Treasurer's window and school webstore.
