If you want to play sports at a Division | or Division Il college, you MUST register with the NCAA Eligibility Center.

e Test scores must be reported to the eligibility center from either ACT or SAT using code 9999.
e Students must submit a Transcript Request Form to their counselor for the Eligibility Center.

Other Things You Can Do
o Make a sports resume reflecting your athletic achievements and stats
® Ask your high school coach to write you a letter of recommendation or to contact college coaches on your behalf

® Make contact with the coach at every college you are interested in attending (contact information is easily found
on college websites)

e Email your resume and current athletic schedule to the college coach

Try to arrange an unofficial/official visit at the college

General Timeline for College Planning
JUNIOR YEAR

Spring:
e Register and/or prepare for spring/summer SAT
e Maintain your list of ‘Colleges I’'m Thinking About’ on Naviance (consider colleges of varying selectivity)
o College Supermatch tool is an excellent way to find colleges that match your preferences
Use Career and Personality Assessments in Naviance to help determine future career goals
Attend college fairs
Take tours / attend open houses at colleges of interest
o Check with college websites to see if they will offer these events in person
e Think about teachers you might ask for Letters of Recommendation

Summer:
e Continue visiting colleges
Create a resume of all activities, work and volunteer experiences (Naviance: ‘About Me’ -> ‘Resume’)
Open communication lines with colleges regarding sports and special activities (i.e. music, drama)
Register and prepare for August/October SAT/ACT
Continue to refine college list on Naviance
Gather documents for financial aid - class of 2025 will use 2023 tax returns
Begin applications! Typically open about August 1. Common App is a great place to start.

SENIOR YEAR

Eall:
® Senior meeting with counselor
o Credit/graduation review
o Finalize college planning
o College application process
e Continue/finalize applications
o Be aware of deadlines, especially if considering early action/early decision
e Talk with at least two teachers to ask them to write a Letter of Recommendation for you
o Officially request Letters of Recommendation through Naviance
o Fill out Counseling and Teacher Recommendation Forms
Link Common App with Naviance account
Complete FAFSA (opens Oct. 1)
Send official SAT score reports to colleges through College Board account
Visit with college admissions reps in BHS cafeteria (list posted on Naviance and in Counseling office)
Attend college fairs (College Night at Jersey Shore in Toms River in October; Atlantic City college fair first week of
November)
e Visit college campuses if you have not already done so

Important College Planning Vocabulary

Naviance - Online college and career planning tool. Also the method school counselors send official transcripts,
letters of recommendation, and other school documents to colleges.

Common Application - Online college application used by over 800 colleges and universities. Students complete

the application once but can use it for multiple colleges.

Direct to Institution Application - Online college application that is specific to just one college. This application
is completed online through the school’s website.

Letters of Recommendation - Letters written for students applying to college by BHS staff members (in most
cases). Students must request these letters and typically will not read them.

Teacher/Counselor Recommendation Forms - BHS form given to staff members upon student request for letter

of recommendation, highlighting student’s goals and accomplishments. Yellow form for teachers; blue form for
counselors.
FAFSA - Free Application for Federal Student Aid. This is often a first step in applying for financial aid and is
required for all students attending college. Can be completed beginning Oct. 1 of Senior year.
Grants - Gifted money for education that does not need to be paid back. Typically given based on family
financial need.
Scholarships - Gifted money for education that does not need to be paid back. Typically given based on merit for
items such as grades, test scores, or athletics
Loans - Money offered to students that must be paid back. There are a wide variety of loans available both
federal and private. Loans will need to be paid back with interest.
Transcript Request Form - BHS form to be submitted to counselor once application has been electronically
submitted. This form indicates to counselor that official school documents must be sent. School documents will
not be sent without this form.
Regular Decision - Students apply to a college by a specific deadline date.
Early Decision - Students apply to a college in early fall of their senior year and notification is sent by
mid-December. (You can only submit one early decision application).

o If accepted, the student has a binding commitment to attend this school, and all other applications

must be withdrawn.

Early Action - Similar to Early Decision, except there is no binding commitment to attend the school if you are
accepted, and other applications can be made.
Rolling Admission - Admission decisions are made on a continuous basis and notification is sent within 3-4

weeks after receipt of application materials.
