key studies relevant to contemporary 

issues, discuss the scientific implications 
and applications of research, and the 

methodological problems surrounding 
some of the research we cover. You’ll  

need to not be afraid to step out of your 
comfort zone either.” 

P RO G RA M M E  O F  ST U DY
Topics of study are wide-ranging and our teachers like to 
try new things, such as using biscuits, sweets, playdoh and 
LegoTM in lessons. Studying the mind and behaviour is a key 
area of study, so you’ll need to master experimental and 
statistical design, brain functions, language and speech 
disorders, sleep and cognitive functioning, as well as 
psychopathologies (such as schizophrenia, OCD,  
depression, phobias and addictive behaviour).

One of the fascinating areas of study is neuroscience. In this 
area brain injuries and disorders, such as locked-in syndrome, 
are explored and investigated using PET and FMRi equipment, 
so it is useful to think of studying Biology and/or Physics 
alongside Psychology. 

You’ll find Psychology to be a subject that is constantly 
embracing new ideas thanks to continuous  advances in 
the explanations of human and animal behaviour. You’ll  
certainly be kept on your toes throughout the course.
