Fall Admissions, Spring Admissions I, and Spring Admissions II yield approximately 90 male
and female, Grade 9 and Grade 10 students.

Students may apply for admission into the Grade 9 or 10 of Keio Academy of New York if they

meet either of the following criteria:

1) An applicant for Grade 9 must be enrolled in Grade 8 of primary education or Grade 9 of
secondary education either inside or outside Japan (overseas Japanese schools inclusive),
as of December 31 of the year before he/she wishes to enter the school. In addition, the
applicant must expect to complete his/her Grade 8 or 9 by August 31 of the year he/she
wishes to enter the school.

2) An applicant for Grade 10 must be enrolled in Grade 9 or 10 of secondary education either
inside or outside Japan (overseas Japanese schools inclusive), as of December 31 of the
year before he/she wishes to enter the school. In addition, the applicant must expect to

complete his/her Grade 9or 10 by August 31 of the year he/she wishes to enter the school.
