
HOW TO SUBMIT “NO ZONED SCHOOL” IN ONLINE REGISTRATION 
THIS GUIDE IS SPECIFICALLY FOR FAMILIES WHO LIVE OUTSIDE OF THE DISTRICT AREA, HAVE AN APPROVED PERMIT, AND HAVE RECEIVED A “NO ZONE SCHOOL” ALERT WHILE ATTEMPTING TO 
COMPLETE AN ONLINE REGISTRATION FORM. IF THE STUDENT DOES NOT HAVE A PERMIT, PLEASE CONTACT STUDENT AND FAMILY SERVICES VIA EMAIL AT ENROLL @ NLMUSD.ORG FOR HOW 
TO APPLY FOR A PERMIT TO ATTEND AT NORWALK LA MIRADA SCHOOL DISTRICT.   
 

1. Begin a Registration form.  
After the address is entered,  
CLICK ON “FIND ZONED SCHOOL” 
 
 

 
2. When “NO ZONE SCHOOL 

IDENTIFIED” appears It means 
that the system will not assign a 
school to the registration form. 
CONTINUE FILLING OUT THE FORM. 
 

**When you complete the form and 
successfully submit, contact the school site 
by phone. The form can only be updated 
AFTER you submit. ** 
 
If no one is available at the school, send an 
email to Enroll@nlmusd.org to have 
someone from the school site contact you. 
 
Include your Students Name and Date of 
Birth, and the name of the school you have 
a permit for. 
 
If you are not able to submit the form, 
something is missing in the form. Please use 
the option “REVIEW & SUMBIT” to find and 
edit any missing required information.

IF YOU DO NOT HAVE A PERMIT, YOUR SUBMITTED STUDENT REGISTRATION 
FORM WILL BE INCOMPLETE AND THE STUDENT WILL NOT BE REGISTERED UNTIL 
A PERMIT IS APPROVED.  

WHEN IT SAYS “NO ZONED SCHOOL IDENTIFIED” IT MEANS THE SYSTEM WILL 
NOT APPLY A SCHOOL TO THE FORM - CONTINUE FILLING OUT THE FORM
