Classroom Management Plan

#1 Rule: If what you’re doing

Interferes with learning (respect)
Hurts someone’s body or feelings (safety)
Prevents you from being your best (responsible)

You should not be doing it!

This means...

Bring all materials and unfinished work daily.

Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself.

Follow directions immediately

Be respectful of yourself, others, and property.

Listen attentively to the speaker and raise your hand to respond.
Work cooperatively with others.

Positive Reinforcements

Receive positive praise

Earn Dojo points to use for Rewards Chart (individual)
Mystery Prize (class/group)

Extra Maker Space time (class/group)

Opportunity to earn Self-Manager status (individual)
