From Tuesday to Friday this week, students in all of Fargo Public Schools’ elementary schools will
have the unique opportunity to witness a presentation from bestselling children’s book author
Derrick Barnes.

Barnes is the author of acclaimed children’s books, including Crown: An Ode to the Fresh Cut, The
Queen of Kindergarten, The King of Kindergarten, | am Every Good Thing, and Stand! Raising My Fist
for Justice. Crown: An Ode to the Fresh Cut won the Ezra Jack Keats Award, Newberry Honor,
Caldecott Honor, Coretta Scott King Author Honor, and Coretta Scott King Illustrator Honor. And
Stand! Raising My Fist for Justice was a National Book Award Finalist.

The District’s elementary school librarians have read a variety of Barnes’ books with the students
and completed projects in anticipation of his visit. At each school, Barnes will give a 35-40-
minute presentation focused on his background and path to becoming a professional writer. After
he is finished with his presentation, he will conduct a question and answer period and sign books
as time allows.
