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Hello families!

Starting in preschool and kindergarten, too many absences can cause
children to fall behind in school. Missing 10%, or about 2 days each
month over the course of a school year, can make it harder to leam
to read. Students can still fall behind if they miss just 1 or 2 days
every few weeks.

Attending school regularly helps children feel better about school—
and themselves. Start building this habit in preschool so they learn
right away that going to school on time, every day is important.
Eventually good attendance will be a skill that will help them
succeed in high school and college and the workforce.

What can you do:
* Set a regular bedtime and morning routine.

o Ifyour child seems anxious about going to school, talk to teach-
ers, school counselors and other parents for advice on how to
make your child feel comfortable and excited about learning. If
your child throws a fit before school, please read this helpful ar-
ticle and communicate with us we can help support you and
your child.

o Make staying home no fun. Sick is sick... and children are more
likely to go to school if sick days are less enticing (Does the
child get special treats and unrestricted tablet time when home
from school?) This may make your child want to stay home
when not sick. It may be a habit or preference developing.
